ASIAN GROUP CAT SOCIETY

AV Asian Champion female – 2 cats entered
GrCC  SELLMAN’S GR CH KINABALU SWEET SAPPHIRE (72), Bombay, 11/07/04
Very nice mature Bombay girl,  it’s several years since I last met her. Well rounded top of head, medium ears with small tufts set wide apart, showing forward tilt in profile & continuing shape of face in front view. Gently rounded brow, very good break to short straight nose lining up with medium depth level chin; correct bite & excellent width to blunt muzzle.  Rather pale yellow eyes of correct size, shape & set, with top line slanting towards nose & fuller lower line, giving typical expression.  Substantial girl of over 4 years, heavy & muscular, well rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval feet; tail tapering to rounded tip & reaching shoulder when brought around side of body. Jet black coat of dense texture, just a touch long but lies close; almost sound to roots (paling slightly to a more brownish tone). Shown in excellent condition, a very calm relaxed girl who is clearly an “old hand” around the show scene!
Res  CHAMPMANS’S CH KAGURA AUREOLE (68q), Brown Tiffanie, 06/09/07
Pretty brown Tiffanie girl of 16 months.  Slight rounding to top of head, medium ears with small tufts held a little high at times so not quite continuing line of wedge in front view. Brow a touch flat, well defined break to short straight nose in profile; level chin of good depth, correct bite & good width to short blunt muzzle. Large, lustrous pale yellow eyes of excellent size, shape & set, showing correct slant to top line & well rounded lower line giving a pleasing expression.  Smaller girl, no doubt still with some growing to do, muscular body of good weight with slim legs ending in neat oval paws & plumed tail of balanced length. Coat of excellent soft silky texture, but rather short in length over entire body despite the time of year; no ruff or breeches in evidence as yet, ear tufts & small furnishings, slight plume to tail. Very attractive colouring - a particularly warm rich seal brown, paling slightly to roots. Promising girl of very good overall type & temperament, just lacking the maturity of the winner today – I hope her coat will grow!
Asian Self Neuter male – 1 cat entered
PC & BOB LAUGHER’S LESSENTINE SIERRA SANDY (72k), 27/12/03
Good to see cinnamons making their appearance on the show bench at last! Big strong boy with well rounded top of head, medium ears set well apart with forward tilt in profile & continuing line of wedge in front view. Slight flattening to brow, well defined break to slightly long nose with small bump; chin almost level but a touch shallow, correct bite & good width to fairly short blunt muzzle.  Strong yellow colour to eyes of pleasing size, shape & set, with top line slanting towards nose & rounding to lower line, giving  typical expression.  Mature boy of 5 years, solid heavy body, well rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval feet; tail just short of shoulder when brought around side of body & tapers to pleasing “paintbrush” tip. Close lying coat of pleasing silky texture showing good gloss, just a little long.  Warm rich cinnamon, even in colour, paling just slightly to roots; a few white hairs in throat area.  Gentle happy boy shown in excellent condition.
REX CAT ASSOCIATION

Devon Rex kitten female 14 wks to 6 mths – 2 cats entered
1 & BOB  HOOLE’S REXTACULAR FIZZY LIZZIE (33a 20), Brown Tabby, 28/07/08
Promising 5 month old brown tabby girl. Flat skull, large broad-based tufted ears set fairly low; good width across cheekbones & well defined whisker break.  Neat profile with very good stop, short straight nose & medium depth almost level chin; short broad muzzle with stubbly whiskers & level bite. Pale green oval eyes of pleasing size, set well apart & showing slant towards ears, with delightful “wicked” expression.  Slender neck, gently rounded chest, muscular body of good weight for age; long slim legs ending in small oval paws, well covered tail tapering to tip & just long enough. Short, soft textured coat covers body well, too short to wave on head & underside but with good rexing developing over flanks & beginning to extend down legs. Shown in excellent condition, loved being handled.
2.  BANT’S PERIBROOK MOONLIGHT MOLL (33a 36), Black Smoke, 23/07/08

Also 5 months old & of fairly good overall type. Flat skull, broad-based tufted ears of good size, set a little high. Well defined stop to short nose in profile, plenty of width at cheekbones & definite whisker break. Fairly short broad muzzle, medium depth chin sloping back & correct bite.  Large eyes, pale yellow in colour, set wide apart & tending to appear round rather than oval at times but with pleasing expression when relaxed. Well grown for age, slender neck leading to slim muscular body supported on long legs ending in small oval feet; well covered tail reaches past shoulder when laid along side of body & tapers to tip.  Soft textured coat covers body well but is rather long especially on tail. Loose waves developing over head, flanks & legs, lacking waves on back & underside at present. Ear muffs, tufts, stubbly whiskers & eyebrows all in evidence.  Well presented, a sweet natured friendly girl.
Devon Rex kitten male  6-9 mths – 1 cat entered
1.  WAUGH’S MAGICAL GOMEZ (33a 30s), 17/05/08
Well grown boy just a few weeks from adulthood.  Fairly good head type; flat skull, broad-based ears set a little higher than desirable & on the small side.  Reasonable stop to longish nose in profile, pleasing width at cheeks & well defined whisker break.  Muzzle of adequate breadth, chin rather shallow & receding; bite level although teeth are rather untidy.  Large lustrous oval eyes of pale green, showing correct slant towards ears & pleasing expression.  Slender neck, well rounded chest & strong well muscled body; slim legs ending in small oval paws & well covered tapering tail of good length. Pleasing coat, short & soft textured, covering body well & showing good rippled effect; short stubbly whiskers & eyebrows, just a few guard hairs in tail.  Affectionate boy shown in excellent condition.
AV Senior adult M or F – 1 cat entered

1.  DESOLLA’S UK IMP GR CH INDASIA MIRISKIA (33 36a), Blue Smoke Cornish Rex F, 28/05/03
Calm, gentle girl of overall pleasing type.  Medium wedge to head with gently rounded top, fairly large ears tending to be held lower than desired;  excellent high cheekbones, slight curve to brow in profile & straight nose. Chin of medium depth falls back slightly,  good rounding to muzzle & level bite (some incisors missing). Large, lustrous pale green eyes, oval in shape with top line showing slight slant towards ears giving a typical expression.  Elegant neck, muscular body feeling heavy & mature, slender proportionate legs ending in small oval paws; well covered tail slightly short to balance & feels a little thin at tip. Short coat of soft silky texture covers body & shows correct rippled effect on flanks & part way down legs, but lacks rexing along back today.  Very dignified lady who was happy to be handled.
AV Novice neuter – 2 cats entered
1.  GOODWIN’S ILONA SILVER SPARKLE (79S 30s), Silver Spotted Selkirk Rex SH MN, 18/08/07
Rather a shy boy who preferred the safety of his pen. Broad rounded head, medium tufted ears, full cheeks & wide muzzle with good whisker pads. Round well opened yellow eyes, clearly defined nose break in profile with downward slant to nose; chin sits back slightly, level bite. Broad shoulders, cobby body with medium length legs ending in rounded paws; tail of medium length tapering slightly to tip. Thick, dense coat standing out well from body, fairly soft in texture but slightly lacking curl at present. Shown in excellent condition, rather apprehensive out of pen.
2.  McRAE’S VELVAREX COIMHLION (33a 30f), Cream Spotted Devon Rex FN, 26/11/07

Cream spotted girl of fairly good overall type.  Broad-based ears with small muffs & tufts are set a little high & could be larger for perfection, brow curves gently back to flat skull, very good width across cheekbones & reasonable stop to slightly long nose. Whisker break not too well defined, quite good breadth to muzzle; medium depth chin recedes slightly & bite is level. Large lustrous yellow eyes, set well apart, tending to round slightly therefore not showing the desired “wicked” expression.  Slender neck, elegant muscular body with slim legs in proportion; well covered tail of good length tapers to tip.  Short, soft textured coat covers body well; a little too short to wave on head & underside but shows good rexing with rippled effect over back, flanks & tail.  A little nervous out of her pen but handled well; shown in excellent condition.
AV Senior neuter – 5 cats entered
1.  BRYANT’S GR PR BOUNTIFUL X DIRECTORY (33a 36), Black Smoke Devon Rex FN, 18/09/03
Very striking black smoke girl who was a little upset by the time we got to her.  Short wide wedge to head with flat skull, large low-set broad-based ears with small tufts & muffs; gentle curve to brow, high cheekbones & well defined whisker break, with stubbly whiskers & eyebrows.  Good stop to short nose in profile, pleasing short broad muzzle & medium depth almost level chin with correct bite. Oval shaped green eyes are large, set wide apart & slanted towards ears, showing typical “wicked” expression. Slender neck, mature well filled body feeling hard & muscular, proportionate slim legs ending in small oval feet; well covered tail of correct length tapering to tip.  Coat of soft texture is short, covers body well & shows good rippled effect extending down from back to flanks & part way down legs. Some rexing on head & chest, too short to wave on underside of body.  A lovely girl shown in excellent condition.
2.  MARSHALL’S GR PR LORRENTINO CRYSTAL SPARKLE (33a 14), Blue-Eyed White Devon Rex FN, 15/07/06

Rather a feisty girl of very good overall type.  Fairly large broad-based ears with small tufts, set quite low. Brow curves back to flat skull, quite a good stop to short nose in profile; excellent width at cheekbones & clearly defined whisker break. Pleasing breadth to short muzzle with quite a firm chin & correct bite. Pale blue oval shaped eyes, fairly large & set wide apart although perhaps a little straight & lacking desired slant towards ears. Slender neck, well rounded chest & very heavy solid body with quite a fat tummy! Slim proportionate legs ending in small oval paws & well covered tail reaching beyond shoulder & tapering to tip. Pristine white coat is short & soft in texture, covers body well & shows excellent rexing over most areas, with shorter downy hair on underside. Beautifully prepared for the show. I understand she won 2 Imperials today, many congratulations!
3.  MARSHALL’S GR PR MAGICAL MISTERFANTASTIC (33a 36b), Chocolate Smoke Devon Rex MN, 19/04/06

Kitten male - 14wks – 6 mths: 2 cats entered, 1 absent
1.  SHEPPARD’S CATOMINE JOYOUS JASPER (77), 29/07/08
Well grown boy of 5 months. Rounded skull, large wide-based ears set at correct angle; pleasing width at eye level & slight stop to profile. Straight nose, broad muzzle & well defined whisker break, with chin of reasonable depth & level bite. Greenish yellow eyes are large, lustrous & set well apart, with dark outline. firm muscular body of good weight for age, slender legs ending in small oval feet; tail just short of shoulder when brought around side of body & tapers to a blunt tip.  Excellent coat of short silky texture, showing 2 bands of sepia ticking on pale warm ivory undercoat, a few bars inside front legs & smudges to back knees; dark spurs to hind legs & dark line down tail.  Cheetah lines to face & pink nose with almost complete liner; small faint spots on belly.  Friendly, confident boy shown in excellent condition.
Kitten female – 14wks – 6 mths: 1 cat entered
1. & BOB ARUNDEL’S KWANSAN KALAHARI MIAKAL (77), 04/08/08
Delightful baby, full of purrs! Slightly rounded top of head, large well cupped ears set wide of parallel; excellent width at eye level with slight stop to straight nose in profile. Good definition to whisker break, pleasing breadth to muzzle, medium depth chin slopes back a little; level bite. Dark outline to large, lustrous muddy yellow eyes set well apart & held wide open giving typical expression. firm muscular body, slender legs ending in small oval paws; blunt-tipped tail short of shoulder when brought around side of body. Super coat, short, silky & close lying, showing 2 bands of sepia ticking on soft warm ivory undercoat. Cheetah lines to face, complete nose liner, faint bars inside front legs & smudges to back knees; dark spurs to hind legs & dark line down tail. Underside clear warm ivory. 5 month old girl of wonderful temperament,  very confident & outgoing.  I see that she became overall BIS Singapura, many congratulations to her owners & breeder.

Kitten female – 6 – 9 mths: 1 cat entered
1.  PENFOLD’S KWANSAN NUTIKITI NALA (77), 17/04/08

Just a few days off adulthood & of very good overall type.  Rounded skull, large well cupped ears set just wide of parallel, good width at eye level & slight stop in profile.  Nose perhaps just a little long for perfection, well defined whisker break, muzzle of reasonable width with medium depth almost level chin & correct bite.  Excellent eye shape, brilliant yellow in colour & set well apart, giving pleasing expression.  Medium size well muscled body, legs tapering to small oval feet; tail short of shoulder when brought around body, feels a little bony towards the tip. Short fine coat, a little open in texture today (it seemed particularly cold in this corner of the hall);  ticking not too clearly defined, with only one band at tips of hairs in some areas of the coat. Pale warm ivory undercoat, clear on underside with faint yellow broken necklace, cheetah lines to face, pink nose with liner, very faint bars inside front legs & smudges to back knees. Dark line down tail & dark spurs to hind legs.  Excellent condition & super temperament – this was a lovely group of kittens.
Breeders Adult M or F – 1 cat entered
1. GREENFIELD’S KARCASAM RAPHAEL (77), M, 06/11/07
Adolescent boy who was a bit upset & difficult to handle today. Slightly small ears set just wide of parallel on gently rounded skull, good width at eye level & slight stop to profile.  Short nose, good whisker break & short broad muzzle.  Medium depth chin falls away slightly; I was unable to check the bite.  Green eyes, set wide apart, would prefer them larger & more open to give a more typical expression.  Strong muscular body, muscled legs tapering to small oval feet; blunt-tipped tail just short of shoulder when brought around body. Excellent coat, short, silky & close lying, showing 2 bands of sepia ticking on warm ivory undercoat. Cheetah lines to face, complete nose liner with salmon pink leather, some bars inside front legs & on back knees, dark spurs to hind legs & dark line along tail. Didn’t appreciate being penned next to the other boys today!
Non-Breeders Adult M or F – 5 cats entered
1.  ARCHER’S GR CH SHADANZA TANZANITE (77), F, 02/05/02
Beautiful mature girl, so gentle & relaxed. Large well cupped ears set at correct angle on rounded skull, excellent width at cheekbones & slight dip in profile. Short straight nose, clearly defined whisker break, short broad muzzle with medium depth level chin & correct bite. Beautiful large, well opened hazel eyes set well apart & showing typical expression. 6 year old girl with firm muscular body, legs tapering to small oval feet & tail of correct length tapering to blunt tip. Lovely coat of short, silky texture, showing 2 bands of sepia ticking on a very attractive old ivory undercoat, with excellent warm tones to colour overall. Clear unticked underside, faint bars inside front legs & on back knees, dark spurs & line down tail.  Blurred cheetah lines to face, dark outlined eyes and nose liner with salmon pink leather. Shown in excellent condition & a delight to handle.  I noticed that she later became BIS adult, many congratulations.
2.  SANDERSON’S CH JINNOMNI DRASNIAN SAKURA (77), F, 19/09/06
Rather a wriggly girl. Fairly large ears, broad-based & set just wide of parallel on slightly rounded skull. Short straight nose with salmon pink leather,  slight dip at eye level in profile, good width to short blunt muzzle & well defined whisker break; medium depth level chin, bite just scissored over. Large eyes of brilliant green with dark outline, set wide apart & well opened, giving a pleasing expression. Medium sized solid mature body, slim legs tapering to small oval feet & blunt-tipped tail almost reaching shoulder when laid along side of body. Short, fine, close-lying coat displaying 2 bands of slightly cool toned sepia ticking on ivory undercoat. Markings include cheetah lines to face, dark nose liner, dark spurs to hind legs & dark line down tail. Lively girl of 15 months in excellent condition.

 3.  PAVEY’S SPENCES GOLD FLY(77), 20/02/06
Adomescent Adult M or F  – 2 cats entered
1. GREENFIELD’S KARCASAM RAPHAEL (77), M, 06/11/07

2.  SHEPPARD’S JINNOMNI BELOVED BONNIE (77), F, 27/03/08
Not at all happy today, we could only handle her briefly. Fair type, rather a long head with large wide based ears set at correct angle, dip to profile, slightly long nose with dark outline & pink leather. Slight whisker break, acceptable width to longish muzzle & slightly shallow receding chin.  I was unable to check her bite. Fair width at eye level; hazel eyes of acceptable size although shape not typical, showing quite a slant to the top line – perhaps due to her mood. Compact muscular body, slim legs ending in neat oval feet; tail showing faint half rings ends in  blunt tip & falls just short of shoulder. Good coat texture & ticking, warm ivory undercoat; bars inside front legs & on back knees, dark spurs & line down tail.  Didn’t do herself any favours with her temperament today!
Junior Neuter M or F – 1 cat entered
1.  LANE’S PR DRASNIAN RAFFLES JEWELS (77), MN, 26/07/07
Noisy boy, happier in his double pen. Rounded skull, large well cupped ears set wide of parallel, slight stop to profile & reasonably short straight nose with dark liner & salmon pink leather. Good width to short blunt muzzle, medium depth chin slopes away a little,  bite is level. Fairly good width across eyes which could be larger for preference; set well apart, green in colour with dark outline. Short silky coat of pleasing warm tone, showing 2 bands of sepia ticking on golden ivory undercoat; some bars to front legs almost extending to outer side, smudges to back knees, faint cheetah lines to face, dark spurs to hind legs & dark line down tail. Shown in excellent condition, just a little unsure of himself when handled.
Senior Neuter M or F – 1 cat entered

1.  HAINES’ PR VALISA APRIL WISPURR (77), FN, 24/04/04

Very pretty girl who showed herself well.  Fairly large well cupped ears set just wide of parallel to rounded skull, slight stop to profile; dark outline to short nose with salmon pink leather showing a bump just below eye level. Well defined whisker break, short broad muzzle with medium depth level chin & correct bite. Dark outline to large well opened green eyes, set wide apart & showing typical expression. Mature girl with solid muscular body, proportionate legs ending in small oval paws; tail ending in blunt tip just short of shoulder when brought around side of body. Short fine coat showing 2 bands of sepia ticking on golden ivory undercoat, giving a pleasing warm effect overall. Clear ivory colour to underside & chest, warmer salmon tones to backs of ears & nose, bars inside front legs & on back knees. Cheetah lines to face, dark spurs to hind legs & dark line down tail.  A friendly relaxed girl who enjoyed being handled.  She later became BIS neuter, many congratulations!
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
