Naomi Johnson – Burmese Cat Society – 6th December 2008

(for Our Cats)


Many thanks to Penny, Janet & the BCS Committee for their kind invitation. It was a pleasure to judge at this very friendly well run show which I have attended regularly for many years.  It was especially pleasing to see so many kittens entered.  I was fortunate - and very grateful - to have Irene Roos stewarding for me; she certainly kept everything in order and looked after me very well, as one would expect!
Brown kitten male 14 wks to 6 mths -  4 cats entered

1.  & BOB  WRIGGLESWORTH’S SYKRIS AKHENATEN (27), 03/07/08

A very vocal boy of 5 months.  Widely spaced medium ears, broad-based with rounded tips & showing forward tilt in profile. Gently rounded top of head & brow, acceptable break to fairly short nose in profile; reasonable width to blunt muzzle, chin just a touch shallow & sits back a little, bite level. Pale yellow eyes of excellent size, shape & set, displaying correctly slanted top line & nicely rounded lower line giving a pleasing expression.  Well grown for age, of good weight, with gently rounded chest; slender legs ending in neat oval paws & tail reaching shoulder when laid along side of body. Pleasing coat texture, short & showing healthy sheen; a medium tone of seal brown with a few faint shadow bars to legs & broken necklaces.  Quite a character with plenty to say for himself!

2.  MOORE’S DULCAMARA POLYDORUS (27), 04/07/08

Another boy who liked his opinion to be known!  Similar in many ways to the first placed kitten, and I note from the catalogue that they are related. Slight rounding to top of head, ears of fairly generous size placed well apart, following the line of the wedge in front view & tilting forward in profile.  Gently rounded brow, good break to reasonably short nose that rounds off towards the tip.  Good width at cheekbones, tapering to fairly short muzzle showing a small pinch today (no doubt due to teething). Level chin of medium depth, correct bite. Eyes set well apart & of good size, showing slanted top line & rounded lower line, a pleasing yellow in colour.  5 month old boy of adequate size & weight, muscular body with slim legs ending in small oval feet; tail tapers to rounded tip & is just short of shoulder when brought around side of body.  Excellent short close-lying coat of silky texture, warm seal brown in colour with a few faint shadow bars.  Typically extrovert temperament, very vocal.  Ran the winner close and the placings could well be reversed on another occasion.

3.  PALLISTER’S PENWYNKATZ MAGICAL MERLIN (27), 24/08/08

Tiny baby probably at his first show, and a little overawed by the proceedings.  Well rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set well apart, balancing the wedge in front view & showing forward tilt in profile. Gently rounded brow in profile, good break to fairly short nose that rolls off at tip. Muddy yellow eyes of correct shape with top line slanting towards nose & adequately rounded lower line, I would prefer them larger for perfection.  Pleasing width to short blunt muzzle, firm chin & level bite.  14 week old boy of good size & weight,  with rounded chest, slim legs ending in small oval feet & correctly shaped tail just reaching shoulder when brought around body.  Still wearing his fluffy kitten coat, feeling a touch harsh along the lower back today.  Pale seal brown in colour with noticeably darker facial contrast.  Sweet natured & easy to handle – unlucky to meet the older boys today.

4.  CHAPMAN’S TRIBUNE BRUNOBEER (27), 09/06/08

A lively boy looking a real teenager today. Slightly long wedge, fairly large ears tending to be held a touch high at times, therefore not balancing the head in front view.  Gentle rounding to top of head, & to brow in profile. Acceptable break to straight nose that I’d prefer shorter; rather a narrow muzzle showing small pinch; medium depth almost level chin & correct bite. Pale yellow eyes of reasonable size, set well apart & showing top line slanting towards nose with rounded lower line, giving typical expression. Excellent size & weight for age, strong muscular body, well rounded chest; elegant legs ending in neat oval paws & tail with “paintbrush” tip reaching shoulder when laid along side of body.  Super coat of short silky texture, warm seal brown in colour with some faint bars to legs & faint broken necklace. Delightful temperament. Just looking unbalanced today with a few small faults that may well improve as he grows.
Brown kitten female 14wks to 6 mths – 4 cats entered, 1 absent

1.  BROWNING’S ROMID OLYMPIK KOKOPOPS (27), 06/07/08
Wriggly girl of 5 months. Head forms a fairly short wedge with gently rounded top, medium ears set well apart & tilting forward in profile.  Rounding to brow, acceptable break to slightly long nose with small bump; medium depth almost level chin & correct bite.  Small pinch to reasonably short & blunt muzzle.  Pale yellow eyes of excellent size, shape & set, showing correct slant to top line & rounding to lower line, giving typical expression.  Well grown kitten of pleasing size & weight, gently rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval feet; tail reaches shoulder when laid along side of body, & is a little thin & bony at end.  Impressively mature coat of excellent texture, feeling silky & showing good gloss. Medium seal brown in colour, virtually clear of markings apart from very faint broken necklace. Lovely temperament & shown in good condition.

2. M JONES’ LOHR SUPERTRAMP (27), 06/06/08

Pleasing overall type to this playful 6 month old girl. Rounded top of head between medium broad-based ears set to follow the shape of the face in front view & tilted forward in profile. Slight rounding to brow, quite a well defined break to short nose with small bump; short muzzle of good width & slightly shallow level chin. Pale yellow eyes of correct shape, with top line slanting towards nose & rounded lower line, just a little on the small side.  Perhaps a touch small for her age, compact body with slim legs ending in neat oval paws & tail tapering to rounded tip just reaching shoulder when brought around side of body. Coat of fairly dark seal brown, still kittenish in texture & a little open today (perhaps she was feeling the cold?)

Strangely for a kitten of this age, she had quite an extensive scattering of white hairs around the back of her neck, I hope these will grow out as she gets older.  Playful girl with lovely temperament, seemed to be enjoying the day.
3.  H JONES’ SIGISMUND NITENURSE (27), 05/06/08

Virtually identical in age to the 2nd placed girl but somewhat larger! Broad-based ears with rounded tips set well apart on gently rounded top of head, still a little large for correct balance, showing correct forward tilt in profile & following the lines of the wedge in front view. Slight rounding to brow, acceptable break to reasonably short straight nose; medium depth level chin & correct bite. Good width to fairly short blunt muzzle. Very expressive large & lustrous yellow eyes with green ring to pupil, with top line slanting towards nose & excellent rounding to lower line.  Pleasing size & weight for her 6 months, strong muscular body with rounded chest, proportionate legs ending in small oval feet; tail tapers to rounded tip & reaches shoulder when brought around side of body. Coat of good texture, still a little long & kittenish; paler warm seal brown in colour with quite strong barring to all limbs, plus tail rings & double broken necklace.  Excellent temperament & condition.  

Lilac kitten male 14 wks to 6 mths – 1 cat entered
1.  NEGUS’S SESUANE JASPER (27c), 07/07/08

Cute baby of just 14 weeks, enjoying his day out.  Good rounding to top of head, not quite enough width between smallish ears held almost upright & therefore not balancing the wedge in front view. Gently rounded brow, pleasing width at cheekbones & good break to short straight nose in profile.  Short wide muzzle, medium depth level chin & correct bite. Chartreuse eyes of correct shape showing slanted top line & rounded lower line, set well apart; would prefer a touch larger. Compact sturdy little chap with rounded chest, medium legs ending in tiny oval paws; tail rather thick in shape, tapering a little to rounded tip & just reaches shoulder when laid along side of body.  Soft baby coat, quite fluffy & open in texture today (had he been bathed recently?)  Rather a dark muddy lilac in colour, with considerable facial contrast (however the lighting was very unfavourable).  A real extrovert who loved being handled.  

Lilac kitten female 14 wks to 6 mths – 4 cats entered
1. & BOB  FRYER’S DULCAMARA ANASTAZIA (27c), 24/07/08
Pretty girl of 19 weeks. Wide, gently rounded top of head with excellent width between fairly large broad-based ears that follow the shape of the face in front view & tilt forward in profile. Rounding to brow, good width at cheekbones tapering down to blunt muzzle with medium depth level chin & correct bite.  Acceptable break, nose a touch long but straight. Muddy yellow eyes of excellent size, set well apart & showing desired slant to top line with nicely rounded lower line, giving a pleasing expression. Well developed girl of excellent size & weight for age, with gently rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in dainty oval paws; tail tapering from base to rounded tip & reaching shoulder when laid along side of body. Super coat of mature texture, very short, silky & close lying, a faded dove grey in colour with minimal contrast. Calm & relaxed girl in excellent condition, enjoyed being handled.

2.  MOORE’S DULCAMARA PETRONELLA (27c). 04/07/08

Slightly older girl but very similar in type, it was difficult to separate them & I see from the catalogue that they are related. Top of head gently rounded, medium ears with rounded tips set well apart, following the contours of the wedge in front view & tilting forward in profile. Slight rounding to brow, good break to fairly short straight nose; tip of nose lines up with medium depth level chin. Reasonable width to blunt muzzle & level bite.  Pale gold eyes with green pupil ring, of correct size,  set well apart & showing top line slanting towards nose with full lower line resulting in a typical expression. Pleasing size & weight to this 5 month old girl, well filled muscular body with slim legs ending in small oval feet; tail reaches shoulder when laid along side of body & tapers from base to desired “paintbrush” tip. Coat of soft dove grey with minimal contrast lies close & is silky to the touch, still a little long at present.  Delightful temperament & well presented.

3.  STACEY’S RUMBA LILAC SPIRRIT (27c), 14/05/08

Very friendly girl, determined to be noticed! Pleasing width to gently rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set a little close at present, showing correct forward tilt in profile but not quite following line of wedge in front view. Good rounding to brow, well defined break to fairly short straight nose. Slightly shallow level chin, correct bite & short blunt finish to muzzle.  Chartreuse eyes of excellent size, set well apart; a little straight across top line rather than slanting towards nose,  but with good rounding to lower line. Almost 7 months old girl of excellent size, feeling quite heavy when lifted; medium length to body with proportionate legs ending in neat oval paws, tail balances body & tapers to a rounded tip.  Coat of muted dove grey with slightly darker facial contrast, of pleasing silky close-lying texture but could be shorter for preference.  A happy extrovert girl shown in excellent condition.
4.  VICKERY’S KATZKADE SUZANNE (27c), 15/05/08

Gentle, sweet natured girl looking a little unbalanced today. Good width to rounded top of head, fairly large broad-based ears set well apart, tilting forward in profile & following the shape of the face when viewed from front. Rounding to brow, nose break not clearly defined & nose a bit long overall. Muzzle also a touch long & fine, with slightly shallow chin & marginally undershot bite. Pale yellow eyes with green pupil ring are of adequate size & are set well apart, showing top line slanting towards nose & lower line not quite fully rounded, giving more of an almond shape to the eye. Just a day younger than the 3rd placed girl and also very well grown & of good weight, with well muscled body; proportionate elegant legs ending in small oval paws & excellent tail with real “paintbrush” tip that balances body when brought around to shoulder. Pleasing coat colour of soft dove grey, showing slightly darker facial contrast; texture is fine & silky, just a little long over the back at present.  Such a friendly cuddly girl, very happy to be handled.

Lilac kitten female 6 to 9 mths – 1 cat entered

1.  WILLMONT’S CHATHERA JESSELINA (27c), 09/03/08

Calm, relaxed girl of overall pleasing type. Correctly rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears with good width between, showing forward tilt in profile & continuing the line of the wedge in front view. Gentle rounding to brow, good break to fairly short straight nose leading down to short blunt muzzle of pleasing width. Slightly shallow chin falls back a little, bite is level. Yellow eyes of very good size, set well apart & displaying rather straight top line (lacking slant towards nose) with correctly rounded lower line.   Solid muscular girl just 3 days from adulthood, strong body with nicely rounded chest & medium legs ending in neat oval feet.  Tail uncharacteristically thick at base & very fluffy, tapering to rounded tip; just short of shoulder when brought around side of body.  Coat of pale warm dove grey with minimal facial contrast is rather long & thick in texture today & feels a little harsh along the back.  Very affectionate & easy to handle.
AC Non Breeders male – 6 cats entered
1.  KENNARD’S GR CH MAINMAN KISSANOVA (27), Brown, 06/04/07

A very impressive boy who was a little shy, preferring to hide under his blankets.  Very wide well rounded top of head, medium ears with rounded tips tilting forward in profile & balancing wedge nicely in front view. Rounded brow, very good break to short straight nose, excellent width at cheekbones then tapering down to pleasing short blunt muzzle (which he tends to square when out of the pen).  Very large lustrous eyes of pale yellow, set well apart & of excellent shape with typical expression when relaxed, although he tends to round them when out of his pen. Huge strong body, very heavy, solid & muscular with proportionate medium legs ending in small oval feet. Tail tapers from base to desired “paintbrush” tip & just about reaches shoulder when brought around side of body. Superb coat, very short, fine & close lying, gleaming with health; a darker warm seal brown in colour with a very few scattered white hairs at back of neck.  Gentle shy boy who showed himself better when relaxed in the comfort of his pen. 
2.  TWIGGE’S ROSSIKHAN SWEETBABY JAMES (27), Brown, 07/04/07

Another wonderful brown boy, it was extremely difficult to separate these two; I see from the catalogue that they are just one day apart in age. Excellent rounding to top of head that forms a short wedge with correct width at cheekbones, tapering to a short blunt muzzle.  Medium broad-based ears set well apart with a small dip in the flesh between, tilted forward in profile & continuing lines of wedge when viewed from front.  Well defined break to short straight nose, very good depth to level chin & correct bite.  Pale yellow eyes of excellent size, set well apart & showing desired slant to top line with nicely rounded lower line, giving a super expression.  Very large solid boy of over 18 months, strong & muscular, feeling mature & heavy when handled. Gently rounded chest, elegant legs in proportion to body ending in small oval feet; tail reaches shoulder when laid along side of body & tapers,  just a little thin at the tip. Very sleek shiny seal brown coat, short, fine & close lying.  Delightful friendly boy well prepared for the show.  I needed 2 first places!

3.  LANGLEY’S CH CHATHERA DREAM WEAVER (27c), Lilac, 13/02/06

AC Maiden Adult – 1 cat entered
1.  COULTER’S JACOU UNIQUE ULTRAVIOLET (27j), Lilac tortie, 13/02/08

Only just adult & a well grown girl. Medium broad-based ears set fairly well apart on gently rounded top of head,  tending to be held upright, therefore not quite balancing wedge when viewed from front. Rounding to brow, acceptable break to nose that could be shorter; chin a little shallow & recedes slightly. Reasonable width to short blunt muzzle, level bite.  Chartreuse eyes of very good size, set wide apart & showing top line slanted towards nose with nicely rounded lower line, giving pleasing expression.  Excellent size & weight to this 10 month old girl, strong muscular body, proportionate limbs ending in small oval feet; tail is rather thick at base & tapers only slightly to tip, just abut reaching shoulder when laid along side of body. Coat of well mingled dove grey & shades of cream is a touch thick in texture, with very thick dense hair on the tail in particular.  Gentle friendly girl who enjoyed being handled.
AC Visitors Adult M or F – 7 cats entered
1.  SMITH’S GR CH MACHIKA CALLEIGH (27c), Lilac F, 14/06/05

Very pretty, gentle lilac girl of 3 and a half years. Head forms a short wedge, with good width at cheekbones, tapering to a short blunt muzzle. Medium ears set well apart & showing forward tilt in profile, top of head gently rounded; ears set to continue shape of face when viewed from front. Clearly defined break to short straight nose, reasonable depth to chin that recedes a little; excellent width to muzzle & level bite. Beautiful eyes, chartreuse in colour, very large & lustrous, set well apart & showing correct slant to top line & full lower line giving pleasing expression. Not a big girl, but strong & well muscled with gently rounded chest, elegant limbs ending in small oval paws & super “paintbrush” tip to tapering tail that reaches shoulder when brought around side of body. Short, fine, close lying coat of excellent silky texture, soft dove grey with minimal contrast. Wonderful temperament & condition, a pleasure to handle.

2.  ARMSTRONG’S I GR CH ADFURBU SEREN CLEOPATRA (27a), Blue F, 25/06/04

Another beautiful mature girl who was so calm & relaxed.  Wide, rounded top of head, good width between medium broad-based ears set to follow the line of the wedge in front view & tilted forward in profile.  Broad gently rounded brow, good break to short straight nose leading down to blunt muzzle of excellent width; medium depth to level chin & correct bite. Pale chartreuse eyes of excellent size, set wide apart & displaying correct slant to top line & well rounded lower line, giving a typical expression.  Blue girl of 4 and a half years feeling fit & muscular, solid body with proportionate limbs ending in neat oval paws; tail tapers from base to “paintbrush” tip & balances body well. Coat is short & lies fairly close, just a little harsh to touch across lower back today. Excellent medium blue colour with noticeable silvering to paws & muzzle.  In excellent condition & easy to handle, this was another class where 2 first places were needed!

3.  H JONES’ SIGISMUND PICCADILLY LIL (27b), Chocolate F, 22/11/06

AC Junior Adult M or F – 6 cats entered
1. COLLINS’ GR CH AUREUS FEMME FATALE (27c), Lilac F, 08/10/06

A beautiful girl who knew some unladylike language! Very wide gently rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears balancing the wedge perfectly & showing forward tilt in profile. Broad rounded brow, very good break to short straight nose leading down to short blunt muzzle of excellent width. Large, lustrous chartreuse eyes set well apart & displaying slight slant to top line & nicely rounded lower line, giving a very sultry expression.  Well filled muscular body, proportionate limbs ending in small oval paws; excellent tail tapering to “paintbrush” tip & reaching shoulder when brought around side of body. To be ultra critical I would prefer stronger eye colour & a deeper chin but otherwise there was nothing to fault in this lovely girl. Swore a lot but handled OK.  I see that she became overall BIS, many congratulations.

2.  MATTHEWS’ CH KATCHYN BLUE HAZE (27g), Blue Tortie, 23/06/07

Delightful 17 month old blue tortie. Excellent width to gently rounded top of head, medium ears set well apart, tilting forward in profile & continuing shape of face in front view. Good width at cheekbones, tapering to blunt muzzle; well defined break to short nose in profile, medium depth chin recedes slightly & bite is level although teeth are a little untidy. Lemon yellow eyes of excellent size & shape, displaying top line slanted towards nose & fuller lower line giving a pleasing expression. A mature looking girl with well filled muscular body, gently rounded chest, medium legs ending in small oval feet & correct length tail tapering to rounded tip. Tortie coat of nicely mingled medium blue with shades of cream lies close but is a touch long & feels a little harsh on lower back today. Lively girl with typical tortie attitude!

3.  COULTER’S JACOU UNIQUE ULTRAVIOLET (27j), Lilac tortie, 13/02/08

AC Non Breeders kitten F – 4 cats entered, 1 absent
1.  TWIGGE’S MOLYNMEUX APRIL FEUXL (27g), Blue Tortie, 01/04/08

Very pretty blue tortie girl of 8 months.  Top of head very gently rounded, medium ears set well apart showing forward tilt in profile & continuing line of wedge in front view. Brow a touch flat, good break to fairly short nose, slightly shallow level chin & correct bite; pleasing width to blunt muzzle. Expressive yellow eyes of very good size, set well apart & showing correct slant to top line & nicely rounded lower line. Excellent size & weight for age, strong muscular body with gently rounded chest, proportionate limbs ending in neat oval paws; tail of correct shape & length to balance body. Short, fine,  close lying coat of well mingled soft blue & shaded of pale cream. A happy little girl, enjoyed being handled.

2.  FRYER’S DULCAMARA ANASTAZIA (27c), 24/07/08
3.  STACEY’S RUMBA LILAC SPIRRIT (27c), 14/05/08

AV Visitors kitten M or F Part 1 – 5 cats entered
1.  GOODMAN’S DOKPHISUA APELIOTA (27a), Blue F, 07/03/08
Compact girl of excellent overall type, not too happy today. Head forms a short wedge with good width at cheekbones, tapering to short blunt muzzle. Medium broad-based ears set well apart on rounded top of head, showing forward tilt in profile & continuing shape of face in front view. Excellent break to very short straight nose, pleasing depth to jaw; teeth slightly untidy although bite is level.  Pale amber eyes, large & lustrous, set wide apart & showing top line slanting towards nose with pleasing fullness to lower line. Quite a petite girl for her age of 9 months, although of good weight, with gently rounded chest, slim legs ending in neat oval feet & balancing tail tapering to pleasing “paintbrush” tip. Pale blue coat with plenty of silvering is just a touch long, but fairly close lying & feels silky to the touch.  Had quite a few rude words to say, but generally harmless!  

2.   BROWNING’S ROMID OLYMPIK KOKOPOPS (27), 06/07/08
3.  H JONES’ SIGISMUND NITENURSE (27), 05/06/08

AC Visitors Kitten M or F Part 2 – 6 cats entered, 1 absent
1.  KENNARD’S CLARKESFIELD UPTOWNGIRL (27b), Chocolate F, 30/05/08
Promising chocolate girl of 6 months. Broad-based medium ears set wide apart on gently rounded top of head, tilting forward in profile & balancing contours of wedge in front view. Slight rounding to brow, good break to short nose that rolls off just a little at the tip. Muzzle is short, blunt & of pleasing width, just showing a tiny pinch today (probably teething?)  Chin of medium depth is almost level & bite is correct.  Large, lustrous yellow eyes with hint of green to pupil ring, set well apart & displaying gentle slant to top line with nicely rounded lower line, giving a typical expression.  Well grown, with slender muscular body, rounded chest, elegant legs in proportion ending in neat oval feet & well shaped tail reaching shoulder when brought around side of body.  Lovely short silky coat with excellent gloss, pale warm milk chocolate in colour with some darker facial contrast.  Shown in excellent condition & very easy to handle.  

2.  MOORE’S DULCAMARA PETRONELLA (27c), Lilac F, 04/07/08

3.  WILLMONT’S CHATHERA JESSELINA (27c), Lilac F, 09/03/08

AC Limit Neuter M or F – 3 cats entered

1.  HERRINGTON’S SUGARBOWL HUNKYDORY (27c), Lilac F, 05/07/07
Lovely lilac girl with attitude! Well rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set wide apart showing forward tilt in profile & continuing shape of face when viewed from front. Broad rounded brow, well defined break to short nose in profile, nose just rolls off a little at the tip, lining up with chin of medium depth. Pleasing width at cheekbones & short blunt muzzle.  Chartreuse eyes of almost perfect size, shape & set with just enough slant to top line & deep rounding to lower line giving a wonderful expression.  Feeling very mature for just 17 months, solid muscular body with gently rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval feet & balanced tail tapering from base to rounded tip.   Short, close lying coat of very good texture showing a hint of blueish tone to face. Shown in excellent condition &  a typical bossy Burmese!
2.  HARDY’S MACHIKA MIO FIGLIO (27c), Lilac M, 12/12/07
Big gentle boy of very good overall type. Very good rounding to top of head, plenty of width between medium ears that tilt forward in profile & continue the line of the wedge in front view. Slight rounding to brow, well defined break to fairly short straight nose in profile; tip of nose lines up with firm chin of excellent depth. Excellent width to blunt muzzle & correct bite. Lustrous chartreuse eyes of pleasing size, set well apart & displaying top line slanted towards nose & nicely rounded lower line giving typical expression.  A very large weighty boy for only 11 months, solid & muscular body with rounded chest, strong medium legs ending in oval paws & tapering tail just reaching shoulder when laid along side of body. Short, fine, close lying coat feeling silky,  it was very difficult to assess the colour as he was penned in the darkest corner of the hall! Friendly relaxed boy in super condition,  easy to handle.

3.  WRIGGLESWORTH’S MOLYNMEUX ISOBEL (27a), Blue F, 01/02/08

AC Premier Neuter M or F – 2 cats entered
1. TEGG’S GR CH & PR MINOTOSA PANDORA (27e), Brown Tortie, 17/07/03
A substantial tortie lady of over 5 years.  Correct short wedge to head, tapering to short blunt muzzle. Rounded top, medium broad-based ears set well apart showing forward tilt in profile & continuing lines of wedge in front view. Slight rounding to brow, well defined break to short nose leading to medium depth level chin. Chartreuse eyes of excellent size, set well apart & showing slight slant to top line & nicely rounded lower line, giving a pleasing expression.  Super mature girl with ample waistline, elegant proportionate legs ending in small oval feet & balanced tail tapering to lovely “paintbrush” tip. Short silky coat of lovely texture & pleasing mingled colours of predominantly warm seal brown, with shades of red.  A very serene girl who knew she was beautiful – definitely not a naughty tortie!

2.  WARD’S PR KUPRO RED COUGAR (27d), Red M, 04/10/06
Big gentle red boy, a little shy out of his pen. Good rounding to top of head, medium broad-based ears set well apart, tilting forward in profile & following line of wedge in front view. Slightly flat over brow, reasonable break to quite a long nose rounding off towards tip; blunt end to fairly long muzzle & slightly shallow chin.  Yellow eyes of pleasing size & typical expression,  set well apart & showing slant to top line with rounded lower line.  Quite slim but substantial & muscular; fairly long legs in proportion to body, ending in small oval paws & tapering tail balances to shoulder. Excellent short close lying coat, tangerine in colour & clear of markings apart from a faint broken necklace.  Lovely temperament & shown in excellent condition.
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
