Asian Smoke/Burmilla Adult F – 1 cat entered for BOB
BOB  WOODLEY’S GR CH HONPUSS ZIATH (72 43nq), Caramel Shaded Burmilla, 31.03.04
Excellent overall type to this big mature girl.  Excellent top of head, very wide & gently rounded between medium broad-based ears set well apart so as to follow the shape of the upper face in front view & tilting forward in profile.  Slight rounding to brow in profile, fairly good break to short straight nose & short muzzle of pleasing width; deep level chin & correct bite.  Pale green eyes of excellent size, set well apart & showing typically slanted top line with full lower line, giving a wonderful expression, some staining at the inner corners.  Heavy muscular body, medium length legs ending in small oval feet; tail just reaches shoulder when brought around side of body & tapers to tip. Coat of medium length lies close & feels silky.  Typical “sludgy” colour of blue-based caramel with pale beige undercoat, darker spine line extending down tail, muddy blue colour up hocks, faint broken necklace, blurred “M” & skullcap with faint facial markings.  I had problems with this girl’s pattern - she showed a lot of ticking on her flanks (extending about half way down the hair shafts), & there was no “mantle” of colour as one would expect with a Shaded cat;  when viewed from a distance the pattern was consistent from spine to lower flanks,  more in keeping with what I’d expect in a Ticked Tabby.  However due to the dilute colour and the possible effect of the hall lighting I decided to give the benefit of the doubt on this occasion.  Shown in excellent condition, although not best pleased to be handled!
Asian Tabby Adult F – 1 cat entered 
1. CC N/A  TAYLOR’S CH ELANAY TIARELLA NOBILL (72 45q), Brown Ticked Tabby, 03.09.06

3 year old girl of fair overall type. Good width between slightly large ears, top of head a little flat as was the brow in profile.  Well defined break to rather long nose with slight roll-off at tip; medium depth level chin & correct bite, muzzle shows a slight pinch & is rather long & fine.  Large lustrous eyes, set well apart, top line slanting towards nose with rounded lower line; pale green in colour with noticeable blue tinge around pupil. Not a large girl, but of good weight, with muscular body, slender legs ending in small oval paws & tail of balanced length ending in “paintbrush” tip.  Pleasing coat, short, fine & close-lying, showing 2 bands of seal brown ticking over creamy beige undercoat; dark hocks & tail tip, blurred “M” to forehead & facial tracings.  Excellent temperament & easy to handle.  Sorry to withhold but she had too many small faults to warrant a CC today.
Also considered for BOB (not awarded)
WOODLEY’S GR CH BELLABONNY-E JOHNNY BEGOOD (72 45q), Brown Ticked Tabby, 15.05.04

Sire of the girl above, and shares certain similarities.  Longish flat brow in profile, very slight rounding to top of head, medium ears set a little close. Good break to slightly long nose, just rounding off a touch at tip. Medium depth level chin, correct bite; good width to fairly short blunt muzzle with small pinch. Eyes a little small in size although of correct shape, with top line slanted towards nose & rounding to lower line; noticeable blue tone to inner part of iris with pale green to outer.  Medium sized body of good weight & muscle, medium legs ending in small oval feet; tail of correct length to balance, tapers to tip & has small invisible end defect.   Short coat, fairly dense in texture, could be closer lying but allowance made for him being a working boy.  Very impressive ticking, 2 or 3 bands of darkish seal brown extending well down hair shafts over pale beige undercoat. Multiple tail rings & leg bars, broken necklace, “M” to forehead & scarab marking on head. Dark brown colour to hocks & tail tip.  Wonderful temperament, very friendly & happy to be handled.  As above, too many small faults to merit the award of BOB.
Brown Burmese Kitten F – 1 cat entered

1.  BOB N/A RANSOM’S CARINIS FIRST KISS (27), 15.2.09

Generally pleasing type to this 7 month old girl. Top of head well rounded between medium ears set wide apart, showing forward tilt in profile & following line of wedge in front view.  Gently rounded brow in profile, fairly well defined break to quite a short straight nose; medium depth chin just sits back a bit. Pleasing width to short blunt muzzle. Pale yellow eyes of correct size & shape, set well apart, top line slanting slightly towards nose with good rounding to lower line giving typical expression. Firm muscular body, well grown for age, with proportionate legs ending in small oval feet & balanced tail tapering to “paintbrush” tip.  Short, fine close-lying coat of medium warm seal brown unfortunately showing a noticeable number of white hairs across back of neck & shoulders, also a small patch of white in throat area.  Shown in excellent condition with a delightful temperament; I was sorry to withhold  BOB but the white hairs gave me no option.

Chocolate Burmese Kitten F – 1 cat entered
1. BOB BEIRNE’S BURMAROSE CHIARA CHOCOLAT (27b), 06.05.09
A really promising kitten. Well rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set at just the right angle to balance the wedge, following shape of face in front view & tilting forward in profile.  Small tufts to ear tips that did detract slightly from the overall look.  Rounded brow in profile, good break to short straight nose with minimal roll-off at tip; medium depth level chin & correct bite. Short blunt muzzle of pleasing width, showing a tiny teething pinch today. Large, expressive eyes of pale amber, set wide apart - just a touch straight on the top line but curving in at inner corner; excellent rounding to lower line.  Well grown for 4 months of age, firm muscular body with rounded chest, elegant limbs in proportion with small oval paws. Tail tapers to typical “paintbrush” tip & balances to shoulder. Super coat, short & fine in texture with silky feel; pale warm milk chocolate n colour with minimal contrast to face.  Some very faint tail rings & bars to outer back thighs & inner front legs. Wonderful relaxed temperament, a pleasure to handle.  Congratulations to her owner/breeder on winning BOV Burmese Kitten.
Lilac Burmese Kitten F – 1 cat entered

1.  BOB CHERKAS’ JUSARKA LILAC LOLITA (27c), 28.03.09
A lively, wriggly girl who seemed to be on the verge of calling! Slightly overlarge ears, held a little high on head at times, better when relaxed. Gentle rounding to top of head & brow in profile.  Straight nose, a touch long & break could be better defined, very good depth to level chin. Muzzle of reasonable width, showing a small teething pinch today.  Pale amber eyes of good size, set well apart & of correct shape when relaxed, top line slanting slightly towards nose & rounding to lower line giving typical expression. Firm muscular body, very adolescent in appearance as would be expected of a 6 month old kitten; proportionate medium legs ending in neat oval paws, tail just about reaches shoulder when brought around side of body & ends in quite a blunt tip. Close lying coat, still a bit long but lies close & feels silky; faded dove grey in colour, very even over body & just slightly darker on face & tail.  Well presented & very friendly, although quite an escape artist!  I did hesitate over the award of BOB but I felt that she was at a “difficult” age & her small faults were mainly due to teething and hormones (her name seems appropriate)!
AOC Tortie Burmese Kitten – 1 cat entered 

1.  BOB HUTCHISON’S BLOOMERS BLING OF IRREP (27h), Chocolate Tortie, 21.04.09

Attractive girl with plenty of potential – medium broad-based ears set wide apart on well rounded top of head,  balancing line of wedge in front view & tilting forward in profile.  Rounding to brow in profile, clearly defined break to fairly short nose that shows a slight rise half way down. Tip of nose lines up with level chin of medium depth; muzzle of pleasing width is short & blunt although displays a small pinch today. Muddy yellow eyes with narrow green pupil ring, of pleasing size, shape & set, with correctly slanted top line & rounded lower line, resulting in a typical expression.  Of good size & weight for 5 months, feeling muscular & firm. Rounded chest, medium legs in proportion to body with small oval feet; tail of correct length to balance tapering to rounded tip. Baby-fine coat, still a little long but feeling silky when stroked; attractively mingled colours of pale warm milk chocolate with shades of very pale red, lots of chocolate freckles on her nose!  Shown in excellent condition,  a confident outgoing girl who enjoyed being handled,  I look forward to seeing her again.
AV Foreign Debutante Adult – 5 cats entered
1. ALGER-STREET’S TYPHAST GREATBALLSOFIRE (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal M, 02.03.06 
Big handsome boy, a little nervous when out of his pen. Smallish ears, large oval eyes of intense green. Slight curve to profile, firm chin & broad muzzle with level bite.  Long muscular body of excellent weight, strong legs ending in rounded paws & thick tail of medium length with rounded tip.  Super coat, dense & luxurious in texture, clearly defined spotted pattern contrasting well with highly rufoused undercoat, with glitter in evidence.  Striking boy shown in excellent condition. 

2.  CRAGG’S MAGICAL MIZ TIGGYWINKLE (33a 27sx), Brown Smoke Darker Points Devon Rex F, 08.11.08 
Delightful girl of very good overall type, but lacking in coat today. Large broad-based ears set fairly low on flat skull, good width across cheekbones & evidence of whisker break with stubbly whiskers.  Well defined stop to short nose in profile, medium depth level chin & correct bite; pleasing breadth to muzzle.  Pale bluish-green eyes, large & oval in shape, set well apart & showing slight slant towards ears, giving typical “wicked” expression.  10 month old girl of good size & weight, muscular body with rounded chest, slim legs ending in small oval feet & long tapering tail.  Unfortunately let down by her coat; although it did actually cover her body, it was a little harsh in texture & showed noticeable sparse patches on flanks, neck & shoulders; there was some rexing on tail, & ear muffs beginning to develop.  Wonderful temperament & very happy to be handled.
3.  NORRIS’S BRAMBLEWOOD HARRYS WIZARD (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal M, 14.07.0
AV Foreign Junior Adult pt 1 – 8 cats entered, 2 absent
1. HAMILTON’S ADNIOSH THEPHAT GOBLIN (84 31d), Red Tabby & White Sphynx  M, 13.10.08
Very confident affectionate boy who loved being handled. Large wide-based ears with tiny tufts, head slightly longer than wide with high cheekbones & flat plane in front of ears.  Excellent whisker pads & well developed muzzle; chin recedes slightly. Slight stop to nose in profile; large lemon shaped eyes, pale amber in colour & very expressive.  Excellent size & weight, strong muscular body with rounded chest & rump, medium proportionate legs ending in oval paws with thick pads.  Long slender tail tapers to tip & has small invisible end discrepancy.  Skin covered in fine down giving typical resistant feel when stroked.  Shown in excellent condition, this boy has a superb temperament.
2.  LONG’S KERRYDOWN CARAMEL SURPRISE (76 20), Brown Marbled Bengal M, 16.06.08
A very shy boy, but gentle. Pleasing head type, fairly small ears set correctly; slight curve to profile, good depth to firm chin, broad muzzle. Intense green eyes, almost round in shape & very expressive.  Big strong boy of excellent weight, muscular body with medium proportionate legs ending in rounded paws, thick tail tapering slightly to tip. Soft, dense coat with luxurious feel, well defined marbled markings showing good contrast against gold toned undercoat, some white in evidence on tummy.  Preferred to be in his pen but quite amenable,  shown in excellent condition.
3.  McCARTEN’S CH AGAPIMOU BLACK PANDORA (72), Bombay F, 27.03.08
AV Foreign Junior Adult pt 2 – 5 cats entered

1.  CRAGG’S WAKANDA GOODIE BLUESHOOZ (74a), Blue Tonkinese F, 18.08.08
Blue Tonkinese girl of pleasing type. Moderate wedge to head, gently rounded top with fairly large broad-based ears set apart, tilting forward in profile & continuing shape of face in front view. Slight nose break in profile, firm chin & correct bite.  Moderate whisker pinch & slightly rounded muzzle of medium length. Bluish-green almond shaped eyes, top line slanting towards nose & lower line gently rounded.  Muscular body of good weight, slender legs ending in neat oval paws; tail balances to shoulder & tapers towards tip.  Short, fine coat of silky texture,  warm bluish grey colour on body, merging subtly to darker blue points.  I liked this girl as a kitten and she has developed well.  Wonderful temperament, enjoyed being handled.
2.  MERCER-SAUNDERS & HERBST’S PUREBLISS FICTION OFSON ARGAON (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal M, 18.06.08
15 month old Bengal boy of good type. Fairly small ears, slight curve to profile; broad nose & well developed muzzle with slightly shallow chin. Oval eyes, pale green in colour & very expressive.  Very large strong boy with muscular body, sturdy legs ending in large rounded paws;thickish tail ending in rounded tip. Soft coat of good density, well defined pattern showing 3 colours to spots & pale gold undercoat.  Well spotted belly, leg bars & tail rings.  Very small invisible discrepancy at tail tip.  A friendly relaxed boy shown in excellent condition.

3.  PENFOLD’S CH KWANSAN NUTIKITI NALA (77), Singapura F, 17.04.08
AV Foreign Radius Adult – 10 cats entered, 1 absent
1.  LONG’S KERRYDOWN CARAMEL SURPRISE (76 20), Brown Marbled Bengal M, 16.06.08

2.  ALGER-STREET’S GR CH TYPHAST HURRICANE (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal M, 01.06.06
Very friendly boy who was enjoying his lunch when I got to him!  Smallish ears set correctly, slight curve to profile & strong firm chin of good depth. Broad nose & well developed muzzle. Greenish yellow eyes, almost round in shape, with pleasing expression.  Heavy muscular body,  just a little lean through the flanks today (no doubt he is a working boy),  medium proportionate legs ending in rounded paws & thickish tail ending in a rounded tip. Soft dense coat showing dense black markings, with some rosette spots,  giving excellent contrast against rufoused gold undercoat with plenty of glitter in evidence.  Delightful temperament & easy to handle.

3. RICHARDS’ TONKAHOLICS KIKIDEE (74), Brown Tonkinese F, 14.05.08
AV Foreign Maiden Kitten  – 8 cats entered, 1 absent
1.  AMOR’S AMORCATZ AL PURRCINO (80L 31dt), Red Tabby & White LH LaPerm M, 29.05.09
Delightful friendly little chap of 16 weeks, very promising! Large tufted ears with muffs, slightly flared & set to continue line of wedge in front view. Slight dip to nose in profile, gently rounded muzzle of good length with prominent whisker pads.  Medium depth to level chin, correct bite.  Muddy yellow expressive eyes of good size, almond shaped, set well apart & slanted slightly towards ears.  Firm muscular body, elegant legs ending in small rounded paws, proportionate tail tapering to tip.  Coat very much in the development stage, but already showing some evidence of desired springy texture, standing away from the body quite well & displaying loose waves,  with good plume to tail.   Wonderful affectionate temperament, definitely one for the pocket!
2.  HITCHING’S CWYTCHYCATZ BRAMBLING (74c), Lilac Tonkinese F, 13.06.09
Another very promising kitten.  Fairly large ears, taller than wide, set to continue line of wedge in front view & tilted forward in profile. Slight rounding to top of head & brow, break to nose in profile, well defined whisker pinch & gently rounded muzzle with medium depth level chin & correct bite. Large lustrous bluish-green eyes, top line slanting towards nose & rounded lower line giving pleasing expression.  Firm muscular body, well grown for age, slender legs in proportion to body ending in small oval feet, with balanced tail tapering to tip.  Short coat, soft & kittenish in texture,  pale creamy lilac over body with darker points beginning to develop.  I thought this kitten showed true intermediate Siamese/Burmese type & she had a wonderful temperament, could have easily fitted in my other pocket!

3.  AMOR’S AMORCATZ PRISCILLAPURRSLEY (80L 31), Black & White LH LaPerm F, 29.05.09
AV Foreign Limit Neuter – 4 cats entered
1.  ARNOLD’S DRASNIAN MISS MARPLE (76 20), Brown Marbled Bengal FN, 29.07.07
Reluctant to wake up, it was very hot in the afternoon. Ears a little larger than desired, intense emerald green eyes almost round in shape. Broad nose & strong rounded muzzle, medium depth chin & level bite.  Solid muscular body, sturdy legs ending in rounded paws & fairly thick tail with rounded tip.  Soft dense coat shows good contrast to pattern with black swirled markings in horizontal alignment & warm toned gold undercoat with some glitter in evidence.  Well behaved & shown in excellent condition – it was a shame to disturb her siesta!

2.  RANSOM’S TYPHAST ULYSSES (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal MN, 27.09.08
A very shy boy who wasn’t very happy out of his pen.  Pleasing head type, smallish ears, strong rounded muzzle, firm chin & slight curve to profile. Lustrous green eyes oval in shape with typical expression.Long muscular body, strong legs in proportion & thick tail with rounded tip.  Soft dense coat, medium in length with well defined black spotting showing good contrast to gold toned undercoat.  Preferred the safety of his pen, I think a lot of the cats were upset by the heat today.
3.  KENNEDY & WILLIAMS’ TYPHAST JALAL (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal MN, 13.05.08
AV Foreign Radius Neuter – 6 cats entered, 2 absent
1.  RANSOM’S TYPHAST ULYSSES (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal MN, 27.09.08
2.  CHAPPLE’S ANTIKPATINA LOGIBEAR (74b), Chocolate Tonkinese MN, 13.08.08

A huge Tonkinese boy of 13 months. Fairly large ears, taller than wide, set to follow line of wedge in front view & tilted forward in profile.  Slight rounding to top of head & brow in profile, gentle nose break, well defined whisker pinch & rounded muzzle of medium length. Firm chin & level bite. Bluish-green almond shaped eyes showing slanted top line & rounded lower line, giving pleasing expression.  Long muscular body of excellent weight, proportionate legs ending in oval paws , tail balances to shoulder & tapers to tip. Short, fine coat lies close to body,  feels a little harsh along the back.  Medium warm chocolate colouring over body, quite a lot of contrast to head & ears still, but he is young so I’m sure this will improve in time.  Excellent temperament,  very friendly & relaxed.  I wonder if he will grow any more?!

3.  RICHARDS’ CH TONKAHOLICS NEFERTITI (74g), Blue Tortie Tonkinese FN, 20.06.02
AC Burmese Maiden Adult – 2 cats entered
1.  CLARKE’S DOREVALLEY BISCUIT (27), Brown F, 20.01.01
This girl had made a real mess of her pen! Top of head gently rounded & of good width, medium ears with rounded tips set correctly, following line of wedge in front view & tilting forward in profile. Slight rounding to brow, nose is a touch long & break could be better defined; nose rolls off at tip. Acceptable width to blunt muzzle – could be shorter for preference; medium depth level chin & correct bite.  Lustrous eyes of good size, set well apart & showing slant to top line with rounded lower line, giving a pleasing expression.  Colour tends more to green than yellow,  but acceptable at her age.  Body is firm & muscular, medium legs ending in small oval feet, tail just balances to shoulder & ends in “paintbrush” tip.  Coat of warmish dark seal brown is fairly short & close-lying, but displays a number of scattered white hairs around back of neck & in throat area.  A little nervous when out of her pen but handled OK.
2.  BRABNER’S ROSEAMBUR FLIGHTY MISS (27b), Chocolate F, 15.12.08

A delightful friendly girl, looking rather unbalanced & adolescent today.  Rather large ears,  held a little high at times so not quite following line of wedge in front view; gently rounded top of head & brow in profile.  Acceptable break to slightly long nose that rolls off a little at the tip; blunt muzzle of fair width, a little long & showing a noticeable pinch today.  Firm chin of good depth & level bite.  Attractive pale amber eyes of pleasing size, set well apart & showing correctly slanted top line with nicely rounded lower line – she had a lovely gentle expression.  Only just 9 months of age,  body of good size & weight, muscle still developing. Elegant legs ending in small oval feet,  tail of correct shape & balanced length.  Excellent silky texture to short, fine coat, displaying glossy sheen.  Warm milk chocolate, even in colour over the body with slightly darker  contrast to face & tail.  Shown in excellent condition, a pleasure to handle.
AC Burmese Kitten – 2 cats entered
1.  JARVIS’S KYMIAN BEATRICE (27e), Brown Tortie, 29.12.08
A very wriggly tortie, almost 9 months of age.  Good width to gently rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set well apart, tilting forward in profile & following shape of upper face in front view.  Slight rounding to brow in profile, short straight nose; break could be better defined. Medium depth level chin & short blunt muzzle of good width.  Expressive yellow eyes, with narrow green pupil ring, set well apart & of pleasing size; top line slanting slightly towards nose & lower line well rounded.  Muscular body of good weight,  rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval feet & tail of correct length to balance, ending in rounded tip.  Coat still a touch long & kittenish,  good silky texture.  Nicely mingled colours of medium seal brown with shades of paleish red;  faint red half-necklace & “M” on forehead.  Well presented, a typical lively naughty tortie!
2.  RANSOM’S CARINIS FIRST KISS (27), 15.2.09
AC Burmese Aristocrat Neuter – 2 cats entered
1.   SIMMONS’ KYMIAN ULRICA (27h), Chocolate Tortie FN, 02.02.08
Feeling a little tetchy by the time I got to her – it was hot enough to be unpleasant for the cats by afternoon.  Super top of head & ear set,  broad-based medium ears with rounded tips set at correct angle to continue line of wedge in front view & showing forward tilt in profile.  Broad rounded brow, very good break to short straight nose, firm chin & level bite.  Excellent width to short blunt muzzle.  Large, lustrous chartreuse eyes, set well apart & displaying desired slant to top line with full lower line, giving pleasing expression.  Firm muscular body, rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval paws & tail just balancing to shoulder & tapering to “paintbrush” tip.  Short, fine, close-lying coat of attractively mingled colours; warm milk chocolate with shades of red.  A bit hissy when out of her pen but fairly harmless!
2.  JOHNSON & DeROSA’S ILLUMI GEMINI (27), Brown MN, 17.08.06
3 year old Brown boy who was reluctant to wake up!  Medium ears set well on wide gently rounded top of head, tilting forward in profile & continuing shape of upper face in front view.  Rounding to brow, good break to slightly long straight nose with small roll-off at tip. Firm chin of good depth – bite is level although teeth are rather untidy, the incisors sloping inwards.  Reasonably short muzzle of good width. Chartreuse eyes, just about large enough (although he was very sleepy), set apart & correctly shaped, with slanted top line & rounded lower line.  Excellent weight, a mature boy of 3 years with rounded chest, medium legs in proportion to body ending in small oval feet;  tail is rather thick in shape & tapers only slightly to a blunt tip.  Coat of darkish seal brown, a bit long although fairly close-lying; somewhat uneven in colour with a number of scattered white hairs across back of neck & shoulders.  Gentle temperament & shown in good condition.
AC Burmese Debutante Neuter – 4 cats entered, 1 absent

1.  CLARKE’S DOREVALLEY GARNEYTA (27), Brown FN, 13.02.06

This girl was rather tense & reluctant to leave her pen.  Overall pleasing type, wide rounded top of head between medium broad-based ears set in line with wedge & tilting forward in profile.  Slight rounding to brow, good break to fairly short nose; pleasing width to short blunt muzzle & almost level chin of medium depth.  Yellow eyes with green pupil ring, of good size & set wide apart with top line slanted towards nose & rounded lower line, giving typical expression.  3 year old girl with firm muscular body, proportionate legs ending in small oval feet; tail just long enough to balance, tapering to rounded tip.  Darkish seal brown coat is a little long & slightly harsh in texture along the back – a lot of loose hairs in evidence today, with a noticeable number of scattered white hairs across back of neck & shoulders, also an obvious cluster of white hairs in throat area.  Would benefit from more show preparation.
2.  CHARLWOOD’S ADATEBU DREAMING DRAGON (27d), Red MN, 21.05.08

I have met this boy previously and admired his size & super temperament.  Wide, rounded top of head, medium ears balancing wedge in front view & tilted forward in profile. A little flat over rather a long brow in profile, acceptable break to longish nose that rolls off at the tip.  Slightly shallow chin recedes a touch & muzzle a bit long & fine with pinch.  Super expressive eyes of pale amber, set well apart & showing correctly slanted top line with well rounded lower line.  Huge solid muscular body,  long legs in proportion with dainty oval feet. Excellent tail with “paintbrush” tip.   Short, fine coat of silky texture, quite a rich red in colour with some ticking in evidence; impressively clear-coated.  Shown in excellent condition & a pleasure to handle, a typical laid back Burmese boy.
3.  SIMMONS’ RUMBA KHRISTOPH (27c), Lilac MN, 06.04.08

AC Burmese Novice Neuter – 1 cat entered

KEMPE’S OAKENSHIELD FORTISSIMO (27d), Red MN, 14.12.08
Delightful sweet natured Red boy of just 9 months.  Gently rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set wide apart & placed so as to follow line of wedge in front view, with forward tilt in profile.  Slight rounding to brow in profile, reasonable break to slightly long straight nose, good depth to level chin; blunt muzzle of pleasing width.  Yellow eyes with narrow green pupil ring, quite large in size, set well apart with top line slanting towards nose; I would prefer more rounding to the lower line to give a typical Burmese expression.  Very well grown for age, firm muscular body with rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval paws & tail of good length to balance, tapering to “paintbrush” tip.  Superb short fine coat, lovely silky texture; pale tangerine in colour becoming lighter towards underside,  clear of markings apart from blurred “M” on forehead.  Wonderful temperament, shown in excellent condition.
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
