My steward was Mark Pearman who was a great help & good company on a busy day when time was short.   Everyone was happy to see the show closed at 2.30pm, thanks to sterling work by the management!
AsianTabby Neuter  F – 1 cat entered 
Marked as Wrong Colour & Wrong Pattern:

BYRNE & VARLEY’S TAHIRAH MADDIE (72 45ns), Caramel Silver Ticked Tabby, 11.03.09
9 month old girl of reasonably good overall type.  Gently rounded top of head, medium ears set so as to continue line of wedge in front view & tilted forward in profile.  Slight rounding to brow, acceptable break to fairly short nose; chin recedes slightly & could be deeper, bite level.  Yellow eyes with green pupil ring, of good size, set well apart; a little straight across the top line although well rounded on the lower line.  Fairly short blunt muzzle.  Very good size & weight,  looking quite mature for only 9 months; rounded chest, medium legs in proportion to body ending in small oval feet, tail balances to shoulder but is a little thick in shape.  Coat rather too long, feeling quite soft & plush, not the desired sleek close-lying texture.  Unfortunately wrongly registered – should be 72 43sq, brown shaded silver Burmilla.  In fact she is quite lightly shaded, with the seal brown colour extending less than half the length of the hair shafts, showing the typical “mantle” effect with colour fading out down the flanks to very pale tones on the underside.  Good clear silver undercoat with no tarnishing. Slightly darker spine line, colour extending along top of tail, some faint leg bars & tail rings with blurred “M”, scarab & facial tracings.  A very friendly relaxed girl in excellent condition, who showed herself well. I managed to speak with the owners after judging and explained why her registration should be changed.
Devon Rex Kitten F – 1 cat entered

1.  BOB  SIMMS’ REXELLENCE FENELLA (33a 14b), Odd-eyed White, 26.7.09

Sweet natured odd-eyed white girl of promising type.  Large, broad-based tufted ears set fairly low, skull still just a little rounded as is the brow in profile. Good width across cheekbones, well defined whisker break & broad rounded muzzle.  Reasonable stop (could be deeper for perfection) to fairly short nose in profile, medium depth level chin & correct bite.  One blue and one yellow eye, oval in shape & correctly slanted towards ears, giving typical expression.  Excellent size & weight for her 5 months; muscular body with broad chest, long slim legs ending in neat oval paws & long tapering tail. Soft coat, a little lacking in density as yet, but covers body reasonably well with sparser areas to top of head & under chin;  rexing starting to develop over flanks & down legs.  Delightful temperament, very happy to be handled.  I look forward to seeing her again.
AV Foreign Adult – 9 cats entered, 5 absent
1.  CAUNTER’S GR CH THICKTHORN LOTUS BLOSSOM (73b), Chocolate Ocicat F, 03.11.06
Very pleasing overall type & correct “wild” look to this 3 year old chocolate Ocicat girl. Fairly large ears with small tufts, broad at the base & set at correct angle when relaxed (she tends to prick them when alert).  Slight dip to nose in profile, muzzle of good length with definite suggestion of squareness; firm chin of medium depth & level bite.  Lustrous greenish-yellow eyes, almond in shape & slanted slightly towards ears, showing typical expression.  Strong muscular body of good length,  proportionate limbs with the hind legs slightly longer than the front, ending in small oval paws. Tail tapers slightly from base to tip & reaches shoulder when brought around side of body. Excellent coat of sleek resilient texture, showing excellent contrast between markings of dark rich chocolate & agouti ground colour of pale copper. Well scattered spots tend to be arrowhead in shape rather than the desired thumbprint; clearly defined bullseye arrangement on both flanks, with smaller spots over shoulders & down legs. Lines extending over head from scarab marking, breaking into spots along spine; darker line along top of tail & dark hocks. Multiple necklaces, leg bars & tail rings with “M” on forehead & well defined facial tracings.  Shown in very good condition, a little shy today when out of her pen.
2.  GRANT’S ADVISH MARBLE-MAGIC (76 20), Brown Marbled Bengal F, 22.05.06

Very nice Bengal girl of 3 and a half,  she was very friendly & relaxed. Smallish ears, set fairly high on head, curve to profile, good breadth to rounded muzzle. Firm chin & well defined whisker pads.  Lustrous pale amber eyes, almost round in shape with pleasing expression.  Long muscular body of excellent size & weight, strong legs ending in rounded paws & tail tapering slightly to tip. Short coat of good density & soft texture, marbled pattern showing good contrast of black swirled markings over pale gold undercoat.  I felt her colour was a little cool in tone overall but otherwise I liked her very much & she showed herself well.

3.  MITCHELL’S ARABOTH SNOWFLAKE (72 43sq), Brown shaded silver Burmilla F, 24.08.08

X3.  ANDERSON-KEEBLE’S CH NEWKINGDOM AZIZA (78 30s), Silver Egyptian Mau F, 22.04.07
AV Foreign Junior Adult – 10 cats entered, 6 absent
1.  HOOKEY’S LOVELYNX ET SETI-RA (23), Usual Abyssinian F, 16.02.09
Love this girl’s name!  Generally of pleasing type, medium rounded wedge head with large broad-based ears set correctly. Amber eyes slanted slightly towards ears, slight nose break in profile, medium depth level chin & correct bite.  Nice expression. Very well grown for her age, solid muscular body with straight back, slender elegant limbs ending in small oval feet; tail tapers to tip & balances to shoulder.  Short close-lying coat of excellent density, showing well defined ticking of black against rather a cool-toned apricot undercoat.  Some very faint narrow bars inside front legs.  I felt that her overall colour was just a little dark & cool in tone but I liked her type & size.  She was very easy to handle & shown in excellent condition.
2.  MITCHELL’S ARABOTH SNOWFLAKE (72 43sq), Brown shaded silver Burmilla F, 24.08.08

Young Burmilla girl of good overall type.  Her head is gently rounded on top, with good width between her ears of medium size that are correctly set to continue the shape of her upper face in front view, & tilted forward in profile. She has a gently rounded brow & a reasonable nose break in profile; her nose is quite short & straight, & the tip lines up with her chin of medium depth.  Her muzzle is short & blunt & her bite is level.  Her expressive pale green eyes are set well apart; the top line shows a very slight slant towards her nose & the lower line is well rounded. She is of excellent size & weight with a muscular body, straight back & elegant limbs, the hind legs being slightly longer than the front, ending in spoon shaped paws.  Her tail is a little thick in shape although it does taper slightly to the tip & is just about long enough to balance.  Coat is rather “plushy” in texture, due to excessive undercoat, but is fairly short.  The silver undercoat is very lightly shaded with medium seal brown, the colour extending less than half the length of the hair shafts;  virtually free of tabby markings but just showing slight tarnishing to paws & muzzle.  A very pretty girl who was gentle & easy to handle. 
3.  RICE’S DIADEM DEMELZA (33a 36e), Tortie Smoke Devon Rex F, 27.12.07
Marked as Wrong Colour:

MITCHELL’S ARABOTH ANATASE (72 43sq), Brown shaded silver Burmilla F, 14.11.08

Mentioned for information – this girl is in my opinion a chocolate shaded silver Burmilla with Burmese colour restriction (72 43bsq).  Her paw pads are terracotta pink, not the dark brown expected; also the colour on her head & tail was a warm milk chocolate not darker seal brown.  As she was penned next to a genuine brown shaded silver Burmilla,  the differences were very easy to see.  She was of reasonable type – her nose was a bit long although the break was well defined, her chin was set back slightly & her well sized yellowish green eyes were slightly straight across the top line.  Excellent size & weight, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval paws. Her coat was far too long, soft & dense in texture and her tail was thick in shape & rather too short to balance her body.  However I was most impressed by the beautifully clear silver, with virtually no tabby markings & very light shading.  Shown in excellent condition, calm & easy to handle.
AC Burmese Breeder’s Kitten – 3 cats entered 

1.  WILSHAW’S  ROSSIKHAN WISHFUL THINKING (27a), Blue F, 30.06.09

Attractive 6 month old blue girl of excellent overall type.  Her broad-based ears are on the larger side of medium (plenty of time to grow into them!) & are set perfectly on a gently rounded top of head, the outer line of the ears continuing the shape of the face in front view & tilting forward slightly in profile.  Head shows good depth of skull & forms a short wedge tapering slightly to a blunt muzzle. Her brow is slightly rounded  & she has a well defined break to her fairly short nose that shows a slight rise then straightens to the tip.  Firm chin of medium depth & correct bite.  Eyes of pale amber with narrow green pupil ring, set wide apart & showing quite a pronounced slant to the top line with good rounding to the lower line; I’d prefer them just a bit larger, but her expression was very typically Burmese!  Excellent size & weight, she has a rounded chest, straight back & elegant proportionate legs ending in small oval feet, the hind legs slightly higher than the front.  Her tail is of good length, but is a little fine at the tip where there is a very tiny “pip”.  Short fine coat of pleasing silky texture, a warm mid blue in colour with some fawny tones across shoulders; excellent silvering to paws & muzzle.  Lovely frown lines on forehead!  A delightful self-assured kitten who was a pleasure to handle.
2.  BEIRNE’S BURMAROSE CHIARO CHOCOLAT (27b), Chocolate F, 06.05.09
A slightly older girl & also promising.  Her head is slightly rounded on top, forming a fairly short wedge tapering to a blunt muzzle that shows a tiny pinch today.  She has medium broad-based ears set wide apart, continuing the line of the wedge in front view & showing forward tilt in profile. The ears have small tufts which detract a little from their overall balance. In profile, her brow is a little flat & she has an acceptable break to her slightly long nose that rolls off at the tip. Her chin is of medium depth & is level, as is her bite.  She has particularly attractive lustrous amber eyes of excellent size, set wide apart & showing correctly slanted top line with good rounding to the lower line, giving a typical expression.  Very well grown for her age, gently rounded chest, straight back, medium legs in proportion tapering to small oval feet & balanced length of tail with lovely “paintbrush” tip.  Quality coat, short & sleek, pale warm milk chocolate in colour with darker contrast to face; some very faint leg bars & tail rings. Shown in excellent condition & she has a delightful temperament.
3.  HUTCHISON’S IRREP MZAMO (27d), Red M, 09.09.09

Very poised little chap at his first show, just 14 weeks old.  His head shows excellent rounding on top,  his ears are perhaps on the smaller side of medium but they balance his wedge well at present,  continuing the shape of his upper face in front view & tilting forward slightly in profile. He has good depth to his head & it tapers to a blunt finish at the muzzle.  Tends to square his muzzle when out of the pen but much better when he is relaxed.   In profile his brow is gently rounded, nose break well defined with nose sloping down at rather an acute angle & showing a tiny roll-off at the tip. His chin is of medium depth & slopes back just a little; his bite is level although the lower incisors appeared to be missing.  His eyes are still a muddy tone of yellow in colour; they are of reasonable size & set well apart, however although they show a correct slant to the top line, I felt that the lower line lacked sufficient rounding  & also had a slight upward slant, resulting in more of an almond shape.  He is a sturdy kitten of excellent weight for his age, he has a gently rounded chest & straight back, with medium legs in proportion ending in small oval paws. His tail is a little thick at the base & rather short for correct balance, with a slightly blunt feel at the tip. His coat is excellent, very short & close lying with a mature feel; a pleasing bright tangerine in colour over the head, ears, back & top of tail, fading to paler tones down the flanks & underside. Absolutely clear of markings other than a faint blurred “M” & scarab on head.  Super temperament & well presented.  All of these kittens were a pleasure to handle.
AC Burmese Kitten not bred by Exhibitor – 1 cat entered

1.   HUTCHISON’S BLOOMERS BLING OF IRREP (27h), Chocolate Tortie F, 21.04.09

What a friendly girl – she was purring so much that she almost made herself hoarse! Very gently rounded top of head, with medium ears broad at the base & set wide apart to continue the shape of the upper face in front view & tilting forward in profile.  Head forms a fairly short wedge, showing good depth & tapering to a reasonably short blunt muzzle.  In profile her brow is a touch flat, her slightly long nose shows a good break & is straight with just a tiny roll-off at the tip.  She has very attractive lustrous pale amber eyes that are large, set well apart, of correct shape with the top line slanting towards the nose & good rounding to the lower line, giving a typical expression.  Her chin is firm, of medium depth & her bite is level.  Aged 8 months, her size & weight are excellent & she has a firm muscular body & straight back, with elegant limbs, the hind legs slightly longer than the front, ending in spoon shaped feet.  Her tail is well shaped & is of good length to balance, ending in a pleasing “paintbrush” tip.  Coat just a little on the long side & very slightly harsh in texture on lower back, well mingled colours of warm milk chocolate & shades of red.  Superb temperament, very happy to be handled – just going through an adolescent phase at present.
AV SH Limit Neuter – 4 cats entered, 1 absent
1. WILLIAMS & KENNEDY’S TYPHAST JALAL (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal MN, 13.05.08
A large strong boy who was friendly & easy to handle.  Ears are somewhat on the large side, set quite high on head, slight curve to profile, rounded muzzle & good whisker pads.  Level chin & bite.  Greenish yellow eyes of pleasing size & shape, with a nice expression.  Heavy muscular body with broad chest, straight back & medium proportionate legs ending in rounded paws.  Tail is fairly thick at base, tapers slightly to tip & is of good length to balance.  Luxurious coat of soft dense texture,  well defined rosette spots showing 3 colours, set against “old gold” undercoat.  Pleasing gold sheen to paws.  Well presented, quite an impressive boy.
2.  ALP’S ADATESH THOMAS O’MALLEY (72 43bsq), Chocolate Shaded Silver Burmilla (Burmese colour restriction) MN, 17.03.08
I had judged this boy earlier in the year and was glad to see that his breed number has now been corrected!  He wasn’t too happy to be handled today. His type overall is very good; he has a well rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set well apart, showing a slight forward tilt in profile & continuing line of wedge in front view.  In profile his brow is very slightly rounded & he has a good break to his slightly long nose that rolls off a little at the tip.  His muzzle is fairly short & blunt, with a reasonably firm chin & correct bite.   His eyes are a very pleasing green in colour, setting off his silver colouring nicely – they show a good slant to the top line with correct rounding to the lower line, giving a typical expression.  A big solid boy with excellent muscular body, rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval paws; correctly shaped tail is a little short to balance. His coat is fairly sleek & close-lying, although a little long; shading of fairly dark chocolate extends about half way down the hair shafts & the silver undercoat is pristine.  There is a darker spine line extending along top of tail, dark hocks, some bars inside the front legs & a blurred “M”, scarab & facial markings.  Rather tense when out of his pen – I think he & his neighbour weren’t the best of friends!
3.  EK’S KARESAMA SILVER SEAMERCURY (72 43nsq), Caramel Shaded Silver Burmilla (Burmese colour restriction) MN, 01.11.07
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
