Many thanks to Brenda & the committee for my invitation & the superb hospitality.   My last time at this show was back in the days of Picketts Lock!  I hope exhibitors were not disappointed, as I judged classes originally allocated to others who were unable to be there.  I was grateful to Sylvia Smith who agreed to steward at short notice & did a great job – she also had a very successful day with her cats!

AV Foreign Novice adult – 8 cats entered, 3 absent
1.  PENFOLD’S KWANSAN NUTIKITI NALA  (77), Singapura F, 17/04/08

Judged recently & now just adult.  Sweet natured girl who was on the verge of calling today!  Large, well cupped ears set just wide of parallel, slight stop to fairly short nose in profile; salmon pink leather & brown liner. Good width at eye level, large lustrous yellow eyes showing dark outline, set wide apart with typical expression. Well defined whisker break, good width to blunt muzzle, almost level chin of medium depth & correct bite.  Muscular body, perhaps a little light in weight today (perhaps due to calling); medium proportionate legs ending in small oval paws & tail reaching shoulder,  a little fine & bony towards the tip.  Excellent short coat of silky texture, showing an improvement in definition of pattern since last reported on; 2 bands of sepia ticking visible on warm ivory undercoat. Clear of markings on underside & chest, very faint broken yellow necklace, faint bars inside front legs & minor smudges to back knees. Cheetah lines to face, dark spurs to hind legs & dark line down tail.  Friendly confident girl, enjoyed being handled.
2.  CROFT’S SILVERSMOKE POCAHONTAS (73 41b), Chocolate Ocicat Classic F, 15/05/07
Striking girl with pleasing overall type. Large wide-based ears, set at approximate 45 degree angle, slight dip in profile & curve to brow.  Well developed muzzle of good length with definite suggestion of squareness & visible whisker pinch; level chin of medium depth & correct bite. Lustrous green eyes, outlined in dark chocolate, almond in shape & showing slant towards ears.  Substantial girl with long muscular body, proportionate legs ending in oval paws; broad-based tail tapering slightly to tip just reaching shoulder when laid along side of body.  Excellent short close-lying coat of satiny texture, showing a healthy sheen. Very rich warm chocolate markings on a coppery agouti ground, showing good contrast; however pattern is not quite typically classic – well defined head markings with “M” & scarab, lines extending back along neck with clear butterfly on shoulders, flank markings not showing desired oyster shape & seeming to be more “marbled” in appearance, especially on the left side which is noticeably different to the right.  Multiple leg bars, necklaces on chest & broad rings on tail with dark chocolate tip.  Delightful temperament, shown in excellent condition.
3.  ALGER-STREET’S CATHLENTA TYPHA JETSTAR (72), Bombay F, 31/03/08

Entered as a Smoke but clearly a Silver (78 30s)

AV Foreign Junior adult part 1 – 9 cats entered, 2 absent
1.  DAVIS’ CH ELBERETH COCOCHANEL (23), Usual Abyssinian F, 11/02/07
Rather upset & hissy today. Lovely head, large well cupped ears set wide apart on gently rounded skull & following the shape of the face in front view. Slight break to nose in profile, nicely rounded muzzle, chin a touch shallow & recedes.  Large expressive green eyes set wide apart, almond shaped & slanted slightly towards ears giving typical expression.  Solid mature girl with muscular body, elegant proportionate legs ending in small oval feet & tail tapering from thick base to rounded tip. Excellent coat, short & dense in texture with clearly defined black ticking on a warm apricot undercoat. Dark tail tip & hocks.  Pity she was unhappy today.
2.  LORENZO’S CH ARCHENZO MILLY MOLLY (74et), Brown Tortie Tabby Tonkinese F, 09/07/07
Pretty Tonkinese girl of 18 months. Fairly large wide-based ears, placed so as to continue line of wedge in front view & showing forward tilt in profile. Slight rounding to top of head & brow, break to medium length nose in profile; gently rounded muzzle with firm chin & level bite. Large, lustrous eyes set well apart, bluish-green in colour & showing slanted top line with rounded lower line.  Firm muscular body of excellent weight, with rounded chest, slender legs ending in small oval paws & tail of good length tapering to tip. Short sleek coat of pleasing texture, showing well mingled warm seal brown with shades of red; points merging gradually & body showing some ticked pattern, with leg bars & tail rings.  Excellent temperament & condition.
3.  ALGER-STREET’S TYPHAST GENEROUSPIRIT (76 20s), Silver Marbled Bengal F, 11/06/07

AV Foreign Junior adult part 2 – 9 cats entered, 2 absent

1.  GIRAUDY’S GLITTERGLAM KING MIDAS (76 30), Brown Spotted Bengal M, 23/10/07
A very impressive & handsome boy of 15 months. Broad wedge to head with slight rounding to top, medium wide-based ears set to follow shape of face in front view & tilted forward in profile.  Slight curve to profile, broad nose & strong well rounded muzzle with medium depth chin & level bite. Large oval shaped green eyes, slanted slightly towards ears with pleasing expression. Very solid heavy body, muscular neck, rounded chest & strong legs ending in large rounded paws. Thick tail of correct length to balance, ending in rounded tip. Excellent coat of dense texture feeling soft to touch.  Clearly defined pattern, rosetted spots in random arrangement on flanks showing 3 colours; excellent contrast with golden undercoat. Spotted belly, facial markings including chin strap, multiple necklaces, leg bars & tail rings with black tip to tail. Well behaved & easy to handle.  I see he later became BOV Foreign adult, many congratulations.

2.  TERRY’S CORSICAN BERRICK (76 20), Brown Marbled Bengal M, 18/08/07
Another very handsome & well behaved boy.  Strong head type with broad medium wedge, smallish ears set at correct angle; slight curve to brow in profile & concave curve to nose. Broad rounded muzzle, firm chin; bite marginally overshot. Intense green eyes, oval in shape & showing slight slant towards ears, giving typical expression.  Long muscular body of excellent weight, strong proportionate legs ending in large rounded paws & fairly thick tapering tail.  Dense coat of soft texture, showing excellent contrast of black markings against very rich reddish gold undercoat.  Horizontal flow to swirled pattern on flanks, good facial markings & chin strap, “M” to forehead, multiple necklaces, leg bars & tail rings with black tip to tail. Shown in excellent condition & easy to handle.
3.  CROFT’S SILVERSMOKE POCAHONTAS (73 41b), Chocolate Ocicat Classic F, 15/05/07
Marked as Wrong Colour:

Entered as a Smoke but clearly a Silver (78 30s)

ALP’S ADATESH THOMAS O’MALLEY (72 43sq), Brown Shaded Silver Burmilla M, 17/03/08

Entered as a brown shaded silver Burmilla, but is in fact chocolate shaded silver with burmese colour restriction (72 43bsq)

AV Foreign Visitor’s neuter - 9 cats entered
1.  WILLIAMS’ PR SANTILLO JASMINE (78 30s), Silver Egyptian Mau FN, 03/07/07
Very mature looking silver Mau girl, a little upset by the time we got to her. Moderately large ears set well apart, with slightly pointed tips & showing forward tilt in profile. Head forms a rounded wedge with slight curve to brow in profile; parallel nose lines, gently rounded muzzle with slightly shallow chin & level bite. Large eyes of pale green, rounded almond in shape & set straight, giving typical “worried” expression.  Heavy muscular body (may need to watch her weight in future!), elegant legs in proportion ending in small rounded feet; tail of medium length tapering slightly from base to tip.  Coat of medium length, just a little harsh in texture over back; excellent pattern of charcoal grey spots in random arrangement on pristine silver undercoat. “M” & scarab to head, lines extending back over neck & spine, breaking into spots. Mascara lines to cheeks, leg bars & tail rings with dark tail tip & hocks.  A lovely example of the breed, pity she wasn’t too happy today.

2.  TIBBOTTS’ PR KENNBURY SEA-FAIRIE (72 45eq), Brown Tortie Asian Ticked Tabby FN, 10/04/07
A striking girl who was very naughty! Good rounding to top of head, medium broad-based ears placed well apart, showing forward tilt in profile. Slight rounding to brow, well defined break to fairly short nose that rolls off at the tip; medium depth level chin & correct bite (her gums were rather red).  Pleasing width to short blunt muzzle.  Lustrous green eyes, set well apart & showing top line slanting towards nose with well rounded lower line, giving typical expression.  Strong muscular body with rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval feet; tail tapering to rounded tip & just reaching shoulder when brought around side of body.  Short, close lying coat of silky texture, displaying well defined ticking of seal brown & shades of red on fairly warm pale brown ground colour, a few faint leg bars & tail rings with “M” to forehead, dark tail tip & hocks.  Shown in excellent condition but not at all happy to be handled today.

3.  DEW’S GR PR LOHR JOLENE (72 43nq), Caramel Shaded Burmilla (burmese colour restriction) FN, 22/07/06
AC Burmese Junior adult – 8 cats entered

1.  WYATT’S TYPHA WARRIORPRINCESS (27j), Lilac Tortie  F, 05/03/07
A stylish girl looking good today.  head forms a short wedge with plenty of width at cheekbones, tapering to excellent short blunt muzzle.  Medium ears set wide apart on gently rounded top of head, showing forward tilt in profile & following line of wedge in front view.  Acceptable break to short straight nose, medium depth almost level chin & correct bite. Lustrous yellow eyes with green pupil ring, set well apart & showing correctly slanted top line with good rounding to lower line, giving a typical expression.  Heavy muscular body feeling fit & mature, rounded chest, elegant legs ending in small oval feet;  tail tapers to “paintbrush” tip & just reaches shoulder when laid along side of body.  Short, close lying coat with pleasing silky feel, showing faint markings of “M” on forehead & broken necklace, attractive mix of pale dove grey with shades of cream.  Excellent temperament & condition.

2.  DEWHURST’S ISAJEN SKAMPAWS MAGIC (27b), Chocolate M, 15/03/08
10 month old boy looking very promising.  Well rounded top of head, medium ears set correctly so as to balance the wedge in front view & tilting forward in profile.  Wide across cheekbones, slight rounding to brow in profile & good break to fairly short nose that rolls off at the tip. Excellent width to short blunt muzzle, medium depth chin slopes back a little. Yellow eyes of pleasing size, set well apart, with top line slanting towards nose & well rounded lower line, giving typical expression.  Huge solid body, strong & muscular although may need to watch his weight as he gets older! Rounded chest, medium proportionate legs ending in small oval feet; tail reaches shoulder when brought around side of body & tapers from base to rounded tip.  Short close-lying coat with healthy sheen, pale warm milk chocolate in colour with slight darker contrast to face & tail.  Super temperament, enjoyed being handled.
3.  FEARON’S MOOTAM MERRYMEW (27a), Blue F, 14/03/07

Sweet natured rather shy girl of 22 months.  Gently rounded top of head, medium broad-based ears set well apart, tilted forward in profile & following shape of face in front view. Good width at cheekbones, tapering to fairly short blunt muzzle of adequate width, just showing a small pinch. Well defined break to fairly short straight nose; medium depth chin slopes away a little.  Pale yellow eyes of correct size, set well apart & showing top line slanting towards nose with good rounding to lower line,  resulting in a typical expression. Excellent weight to solid muscular body with rounded chest, medium legs in proportion ending in small oval feet; tail tapering from base to “paintbrush” tip & almost reaching shoulder when brought around side of body.  Short, close-lying silky textured coat of soft medium blue with noticeable silvering to rounded areas.  Shown in excellent condition, gentle temperament, preferred to hide under her blankets!
AC Burmese Debutante kitten – 8 cats entered, 1 absent
1.  BRININGER’S OYIBO KARRIE-WHITCHIT (27b), Chocolate F, 06/09/08
Promising chocolate girl of just over 4 months.  Head forms a short wedge, tapering from cheekbones to a strong muzzle of excellent width. Good rounding to top of head, medium ears set wide apart, tilting forward in profile & following line of wedge in front view. Clearly defined break to short straight nose, the tip lining up with a firm chin of medium depth.  Large lustrous eyes, deep yellow in colour & set well apart, the top line slanting towards the nose & the lower line showing good rounding, giving a pleasing expression.  Pleasing size & weight for age, muscular body with rounded chest, elegant legs in proportion, ending in small oval feet; tail of correct length tapering to a rounded tip.  Short coat of pleasing silky texture with healthy sheen, pale warm milk chocolate in colour with slightly darker contrast to face & tail.  Delightful temperament & shown in excellent condition.  I noticed that she later became Best of Variety kitten – congratulations to owner & breeder.
2.  GIRAUDY’S GIRADELLE QUEEN OF SHEBA (27h), Chocolate Tortie F, 07/09/08
4 month old girl of excellent overall type.  Good width to gently rounded top of head, fairly large broad-based ears set wide apart, tilting forward in profile & following shape of face in front view.  Broad rounded brow, well defined break to short nose with small bump; strong muzzle of excellent width & bluntness.  Deep almost over-prominent chin,  bite unfortunately noticeably undershot today. Lustrous amber eyes of excellent size, shape & set, with slanted top line & full lower line, resulting in a typical expression.  Well grown kitten of good size & weight for age, muscular body with slender proportionate legs ending in small oval paws; tail tapers to “paintbrush” tip  & is just a little short to balance.  Short, fine, close-lying coat of well mingled warm milk chocolate & shades of red.  Excellent temperament & condition,  may well have been placed 1st if not for her undershot bite,  perhaps it will improve once she has finished teething.
3.  SAUNDERS’ PAPAGENA YESLOW WOLSEY (27c), Lilac M, 01/09/08
AC Burmese Novice kitten – 5 cats entered, 1 absent
1.  SAUNDERS’ PAPAGENA YESLOW WOLSEY (27c), Lilac M, 01/09/08
2.  WILLIAMSON’S ROYALSTAR AMETHYST (27c), Lilac F, 12/05/08

Well grown girl of 8 months. Very good rounding to top of head, medium broad-based ears balancing wedge nicely in front view & tilting forward in profile. Gently rounded brow, good break to longish nose with small bump. Muzzle of acceptable width, just a little long; level chin of medium depth & correct bite.  Lustrous yellow eyes of pleasing size, set well apart & showing desired slant to top line with good rounding to lower line.  Strong muscular body, rounded chest, medium legs ending in neat oval feet; tail falls short of shoulder when brought around side of body & is a little thick in shape.  Coat of pleasing quality, short & close lying with a silky feel, although a little long & thick on the tail.  Pale dove grey in colour with slightly darker contrast to face & tail.  Shown in excellent condition, handled well.
3.  ROBINSON’S KIMARLIM ASTRAL-STAR (27a), Blue F, 15/10/08
AC Burmese Radius neuter - 3 cats entered
1.  GLANVILLE-MORRIS’S TYPHA FABERGE (27c), Lilac MN, 03/04/08
Not yet a year old but already looking very mature. Wide, gently rounded top of head, medium ears set well apart, continuing line of wedge in front view & tilting forward in profile.  Textbook profile, with good rounding to brow & clearly defined break to short straight nose lining with medium depth level chin. Short blunt muzzle of excellent width.  Lustrous pale yellow eyes, set wide apart, with top line slanting towards nose & good rounding to lower line, giving a pleasing expression.  Very heavy muscular body with strong rounded chest, medium legs in proportion ending in small oval paws; tail tapering from base to a rounded tip & reaching shoulder when laid along side of body.  Darkish lilac coat is short, fine & close lying, showing a little contrast to face & tail.  A very amiable chap shown in excellent condition.

2.  TIMBERLAKE’S UK IMP GR PR SYKRIS CHEZACER (27), Brown MN, 27/07/01
What a heavy lump! Slight rounding to top of head, well spaced medium ears tilting forward in profile & following line of wedge in front view. A little flat over brow in profile, good break to fairly short straight nose; medium depth chin slopes back a little & bite is level although lower incisors are missing. Pleasing width to short blunt muzzle.  Mature gentleman of over 8 years old, very solid weighty body although not fat, medium legs in proportion ending in small oval feet; tail tapers to pleasing “paintbrush” tip & is slightly short to balance.  Short sleek coat of darkish seal brown, quite a few loose hairs in evidence today.  Certainly knows his way around the show scene,  very relaxed & easy to handle.
