Congratulations to all the winners and thanks to the owners for entering under me.
Devon Rex Kitten 6-9 mths male – 1 entered.
1.  BUCK’S MAGICAL SOUPDRAGON (33a 27tsx), Brown Silver Tabby DKP, 08.11.08

Just a week off being adult, a gentle relaxed boy who was so easy to handle. Fairly large broad-based ears with small tufts, would prefer lower in set. Brow curves gently back to flat skull, reasonable width across cheekbones & well defined whisker break. Quite good breadth to muzzle, chin slopes back a bit, level bite. Profile stop could be better defined & nose a touch long. Oval  eyes of attractive bluish-green colour, set on slight slant towards ears giving a pleasing expression.  Slender elegant neck, broad rounded chest, body of excellent size & weight with slim legs ending in small oval paws; well covered tapering tail of good length. Soft textures coat of pleasing density, some sparse areas behind ears, under chin & in groin area; good rippled effect over flanks & extending part way down legs. Stubbly whiskers & eyebrows.  Superb temperament & condition. 
Devon Rex Kitten 3-6 mths female– 2 entered
1.  BOB  PUNTON’S CLOUDBORN EYE CANDY (33a 30), Brown Spotted, 21.04.09
Very calm & confident baby at her first show. Large tufted ears with small muffs, broad-based & set quite low on flat skull. Gentle curve to brow, reasonable stop to short nose in profile & good width across cheeks. Well defined whisker break & excellent broad muzzle with firm level chin & correct bite. Muddy yellow oval eyes, set wide apart & slanted towards ears, showing typical “wicked” expression. Slender neck, broad chest, strong body of pleasing size & weight for her tender age, long slim legs ending in small oval feet & tapering tail of correct length.  Short soft-textured coat covers body very well, a little too short to wave in places but good rippled effect developing over flanks.  Showed herself well, very relaxed & easy to handle. I look forward to seeing her again.
2.  MELLOR’S GLENKENS HAUDYERWHEEST (33a 30bs), Chocolate Silver Spotted, 23.04.09
Very cute kitten, 2 days younger than the 1st placed girl and similar in size. Small tufts & muffs to fairly large broad-based ears set quite low on flat skull. Slight curve to brow in profile, stop a little weak & nose on the long side. Pleasing width at cheeks & visible whisker break; muzzle a touch fine & chin slopes back although shows good depth, with correct bite. Muddy yellow eyes, set well apart & showing slant towards ears; she tends to round them at times which detracts a little from the desired expression.  Body of good weight & size for age, slender neck, rounded chest & slim legs ending in small oval feet. Well covered tapering tail of correct length. Coat covers body well but is far too short to wave at present; there are quite a few guard hairs along the back giving a harsh texture in this area.  Mentioned purely for information - in my opinion she is not silver & is in fact a brown spotted tabby. Delightful temperament, shown in excellent condition & a pleasure to handle.  
LaPerm Neuter male – 2 cats entered, 1 absent

1. IC & BOB STEWART’S WAKANDA CHASKA (80L 17), Cream, 24.03.06

Lovely big boy of 3 years.  Typical head type, fairly large ears with small tufts, streamers & muffs, set to continue line of wedge in front view.  Gentle nose break in profile, straight nose of medium length; very good muzzle with prominent whisker pads & deep chin sitting back slightly, level bite.  Large well shaped greenish yellow eyes set well apart & showing slight slant towards ears, giving pleasing expression. Excellent size & weight, muscular body, sturdy legs ending in oval paws; tail of correct length to balance with beautiful plume. Soft textured coat with plenty of life, standing away from the body with desired “springy” feel. Lovely ringlets around neck, looser waves elsewhere.  Attractive pale cream colouring with minimal tabby markings.  Excellent condition & beautifully prepared for the show, a friendly boy who enjoyed being handled.
Devon Rex Breeders adult – 2 cats entered

1.  JOHNSTON’S MUGWAI ONEOFAKIND (33a 30), Brown Tabby F, 10.08.08

A very wriggly girl of one year.  Fairly large ears set quite low on flat skull, with small tufts & muffs.  Slight curve to brow in profile, stop just about acceptable; nose short & straight. Adequate width at cheekbones, slight whisker break, good breadth to muzzle & medium depth almost level chin with noticeably undershot bite.  Pale green oval eyes showing correct slant towards ears, set wide apart with pleasing typical expression.  Slender neck supporting slim petite body (rather on the small side for a year), long legs ending in small oval feet & long tapering tail. Coat covers body well & is soft in texture, rather flat along spine but showing some rexing over flanks.  This girl is a blue tabby (30a) not brown (mentioned for information only).  Very active & lively out of her pen!
2.  BROWN’S CHEREK SHIFTIN’ BOBBINS (33a 36d), Red Smoke F, 24.02.08

17 months old mature looking girl. Fairly large ears with small tufts, a little narrow across the base, set quite low on flat skull. A touch narrow across the cheekbones, but well defined whisker break & muzzle of acceptable breadth.  Profile stop rather shallow, nose slightly long; impressively firm chin giving the clue to a noticeably undershot bite. Oval shaped yellow eyes, showing slight slant towards ears but not quite showing the desired “wicked” expression.  A big strong muscular girl with somewhat generous waistline, long slim legs ending in neat oval feet & well covered tapering tail of adequate length. Soft textured coat of fairly good density, covers body reasonably well although a little sparse around the throat. Good rippled effect over flanks & extending down legs. Stubbly whiskers & eyebrows.  A little nervous out of her pen but handled OK, shown in excellent condition.
Devon Rex adult not bred by exhibitor -  3 cats entered
1.   HOBSON-KELLY’S CH LEYLA SKYWALKER DEGLI ELFI (33a 27etsx), Tortie Silver Tabby DKP, 15.05.05
Delightful  mature girl of very nice overall type.  Pleasing larger size to ears that are broad-based & set quite low on a flat skull. Curve to brow in profile, well defined stop to fairly short nose; definite whisker break & excellent width at cheekbones. Medium depth chin is almost level; bite a little untidy & muzzle could be broader for perfection.  Large oval eyes, very attractive pale bluish green in colour, set wide apart with typical expression. Slender neck, well rounded chest, solid muscular body of excellent size & weight with slim legs ending in neat oval paws & well covered tapering tail of correct length to balance. Soft dense coat of particularly attractive colouring covers body well & shows lovely rippled effect over back & flanks. Shown in excellent condition, she has a superb temperament & enjoyed being handled.  Congratulations to her owner on the overall BIS win!
2.  MILLIGAN’S MUGWAI SPECIAL EDITION (33a 30a), Blue Spotted F, 10.08.08
Litter sister of 1st placed girl in previous class & shows certain similarities.  Ears slightly small & a touch narrow at base, would prefer lower set for more typical look.  Head generally a little narrow, lacking width at cheeks; stop rather weak & nose slightly long.  Well defined whisker break, muzzle a little fine; chin recedes slightly & could be deeper, bite noticeably undershot. Greenish yellow oval eyes, set well apart & slanting towards ears; pleasing expression.  Very nice slender neck, slim muscular body, long legs ending in small oval feet & tapering tail of balanced length.  Soft coat of good density, covering body well, showing loose waves over back & flanks. Relaxed & easy to handle, shown in excellent condition. 
CNH  NIDORAN FINOOLA (33a 30bs), Chocolate Silver Spotted F, 06/02/08
I think this girl was simply very frightened and it seemed unfair to stress her further by forcibly removing her from her pen.  From what I could see, she lacked much evidence of whisker break, her stop needed more definition & her muzzle was quite blunt & rounded, somewhat Burmese in appearance.  She had pleasing eye shape & a typical “wicked” expression enhanced by her mood.  Did not appear to be Silver.
AV Maiden adult – 1 cat entered

1.  MORRISON’S KURLILOX BUGSY MALONE (79S 40 4), Lilac Point Selkirk Rex SH M, 25.10.08

A handsome boy of just over 9 months. Broad rounded head, medium tufted ears set well apart on slightly rounded top. Full cheeks, well defined nose break in profile, well defined whisker pads & muzzle. Medium depth level chin & correct bite. Pale blue eyes, not quite as fully rounded as desired. Well grown cobby body, sturdy hindquarters & broad shoulders. Medium legs of substantial bone, ending in well rounded paws; excellent thick tail of medium length. Beautifully prepared coat of good density, standing away from the body & of unstructured texture with fairly loose curls over back & flanks, with tighter ringlets around the neck.  Very attractive colouring, warm delicate lilac points & minimal shading to body. Superb temperament & condition, a pleasure to handle.
AV Rex adult not having won a Certificate – 3 cats entered

1.  MORRISON’S KURLILOX BRIDGET JONES (79S 40 6), Tortie Point Selkirk Rex SH F, 25.10.08

Litter sister of the boy above, a pretty girl with nicely rounded head & full cheeks.  Ears a little tall as yet & not quite fitting into contour of head, good nose break in profile, well padded muzzle with fairly deep chin & bite just about level. Pale blue well rounded eyes, perhaps a little small for perfection. Strong muscular cobby body, broad shoulders & rump; medium legs with sturdy rounded paws & tail of good length to balance.  Soft textured coat standing away from body, a bit flat over back but with good ringlets around neck & loose waves over flanks. Delightful temperament like her brother!
2.  JOHNSTON’S MUGWAI ONEOFAKIND (33a 30), Brown Tabby F, 10.08.08

3.  RITCHIE’S NOBILERO DORCASMAGYAR (33a 36), Black Smoke Devon Rex F, 20.09.08
AV Debutante kitten – 2 cats entered, 1 absent.

1.   PUNTON’S CLOUDBORN EYE CANDY (33a 30), Brown Spotted, 21.04.09

AV Kitten living more than 50 miles from show hall – 2 cats entered, 1 absent.

1.  BUCK’S MAGICAL SOUPDRAGON (33a 27tsx), Brown Silver Tabby DKP, 08.11.08

Devon Rex breeders neuter – 1 cat entered.

1.  PINCHES’ PR VELVAREX SABBRA CADABRA (33a 15), Black MN, 19.08.05
Handsome boy of almost 4 years, very friendly. Face on he has the real “pixie” look, with excellent width across cheekbones & large tufted ears set low on a flat skull. Well defined whisker break, short broad muzzle, medium depth almost level chin; slightly untidy bite with top incisors missing. Pale greenish-yellow eyes, oval in shape & correctly slanted towards ears, giving typical expression.  Let down a little by his profile, the stop is fairly weak & nose could be shorter.  Excellent neckline, muscular body of good weight with rounded chest, slim legs ending in oval feet & tapering tail of correct length.  Soft dense coat of pleasing texture, covers body fairly well; a couple of sparser areas under chin & in groin area. Quite loose waves over flanks, broken whiskers & eyebrows. A calm relaxed boy shown in excellent condition.

Devon Rex neuter not bred by Exhibitor – 3 cats entered.

1.  CRAWFORD’S CLOUDBORN WRIGGLY TINNED (33a 30d), Red Spotted MN, 03.04.07

Mature boy who had quite a bit to say! Broad-based tufted ears with small muffs, large & set low on flat skull. Wide across cheekbones, good definition to whisker break & excellent broad muzzle.  Short nose with reasonable stop in profile.  Deep firm chin, although unfortunately bite noticeably undershot. Yellow eyes, oval in shape & slanting towards ears, with typical “wicked” expression.  Strong muscular body, slim legs with small oval feet & balanced tail tapering to tip.  Super coat, soft & very dense, covering body well; a small area of straighter hair behind neck but otherwise lovely tight rippled waves extending over flanks & down legs. Shown in excellent condition, not terribly happy out of his pen but handled OK.
2.  SMART’S CLOUDBORN TAKING LIBERTIES (33a 30d), Red Spotted MN, 03.04.07

Litter brother of the 1st placed boy, not very happy today. Skull slightly rounded, fairly large ears with small tufts set quite low. Wide across cheekbones, lacks definition to whisker break; reasonable breadth to muzzle, level chin of good depth & correct bite.  Yellow eyes, oval in shape & slanted towards ears, giving typical expression. Slender neck, rounded chest, hard muscular body with slim legs & small oval feet; well covered tail of good length.  Coat has pleasing soft texture & covers body well, but lacks rexing other than in lower flank areas.  Like his brother, shown in super condition but not the happiest camper today!
